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Abstract

IEM Journal welcomes the submission of high-quality papers in all areas related to engineering disciplines. This template (Microsoft( Word example file) uses format and style instructions for first daft of IEM Journal. The instructions are presented and some general information regarding paper preparation and submission is provided. Submission of a contribution is taken to manifest the fact that the submission has not been submitted, accepted, published, or copyrighted elsewhere.

1. General information

The purpose of the instructions presented in this template manuscript is to specify the format and style of admissible IEM Journal papers and to facilitate paper submission and review. Here is some general information about the paper preparation, submission, and review process.

· Papers submitted to IEM Journal must describe original, unpublished work.

· Manuscript submitted, as papers should state the significance of the problem in the introduction.

· The language of the Journal is English.  However, papers in Bahasa Melayu are also accepted and an abstract in English must be included.  

· Papers conform to the format and style specified in Section 2.

All submitted papers that conform to the above requirements and to the format and style instructions specified in Section 2 will be reviewed by anonymous reviewer(s). Acceptance/rejection/revision decisions will be made on the basis of quality, originality, timeliness, and relevance.

2. paper format and style

Paper size should be of A4 (210 cm x 297 cm) with 2 cm margins on the left, right, and bottom and 3 cm from the top. Three types of papers are solicited for the IEM Journal:

i) Regular Paper - Presentation of significant research, developments or applications in any field of engineering or within the scope of the journal.  Tutorials and surveys are also considered.  For submission, the length should be about 30 pages; double-spacing, single column with font of 12 (Times).

ii) Brief Paper - A concise description of new technical concepts or applications within the scope of the journal.  Submission should be about 20 pages; double-spacing, single column with font of 12 (Times). 

iii) Technical Correspondence - Letter to the Editor, comments on established engineering topics and discussion of published papers.  Submission should be about 10 pages; double-spacing, single column with font of 12 (Times). 

2.1 Format

All material must fit in a 210 mm x 297 mm (A4) area with left and right margins of 20 mm and top and bottom margins of 30 mm. All text must appear in single column with full justification. Try to make full utilization of spaces in your paper following the guidelines presented in this template. Do not leave unnecessary spaces unless they are needed to increase the aesthetic view of the paper. 

2.2 Style and Font Size

All texts must be single-spaced. The recommended font size in body text is 12 point regular. The font size is 12 point bold for section title and 12 point bold for subsection title. The recommended font is Times New Roman in all cases.

2.3 Title Area

The paper title is to appear in boldface capital letters, centred at the top of the first page. The recommended font size for the paper title is 16 point. The recommended font is Times New Roman. The name(s) of the author(s) should appear below the title, followed by the affiliation(s), address(s), and email address of correspondence author. The font size is 12 point Times New Roman (Bold).

2.4 Abstract

The paper abstract appears below the title area on the first page. The abstract heading is unnumbered. Provide an informative 100 to 250 words abstract at the head of the manuscript. If your paper is in Bahasa Melayu, please provide an ABSTRACT in English.

2.5 Headings

Major headings should be numbered (except Abstract and References) and appear in boldface capital letters and left justified. Secondary headings should be numbered, left aligned and in boldface letters. Tertiary headings (if they cannot be avoided) should be left aligned and in boldface letters.

2.6 Paragraph

The first line of any paragraph should be indented by 0.5 cm. Do not leave extra spaces for paragraph separation unless needed for even spacing of a page content. 

2.7 Spacing for Headings, subheadings etc

Leave spacing of 12 points and 6 points before and after each heading. Leave spacing of 6 points each before and after all other type of headings. 

2.8 Equations

Number all equations in round brackets such as ( ) and flush to right. The equations should be centred, e.g.,
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2.9 Figures and Tables

All figures and tables must be referred to in the paper. They must be numbered and have captions. An example is Fig. 1 and Table 1. Figure captions (center justified) should be placed after the figure, and Table captions (center justified) should be placed before the Table starts.

Figures and tables should be of high quality and placed at the bottom of the respective page if possible. Color and halftone illustrations must be such that they are acceptable when printed in black and white. Placement of figures and tables should normally be after their first citation in the text.

Please follow the reference styles shown under REFERENCES section.
