THE INSTITUTION OF ENGINEERS, MALAYSIA

HELD ON 16 APRIL 2022 VIA VIRTUAL MODE AT 9.00AM

MEMBERS PRESENT – AS PER APPENDIX A

1.0 OPENING ADDRESS BY THE PRESIDENT

1.1 The President, Ir. Ong Ching Loon called the AGM to order at 9.00am as the required quorum of 100 had 
been met. The President reported that there were more than 300 members attending at that time both 
physical and online.

He welcomed the members to the 63rd Annual General Meeting (AGM) held for the third time via virtual 
platform. The President thanked the members for attending the AGM indicating that with the AGM being 
held virtually, it had allowed members from not only the Klang Valley but all over the country to join the 
AGM and this was an advantage.  The President also updated members that there were 662 members who 
attended the AGM the year before signifying that the virtual AGM did not dampen members enthusiasm in 
participating in the AGM.

In order to adhere to the Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs), the Honorary Secretary was then invited 
to brief the AGM on the Rules/Procedures of Conducting the AGM virtually as follows:

(i) Due to the constraints of the virtual platform, only a number of questions would be allowed.  
However, contrary to last year, IEM had improved on the arrangement where members would 
be able to pose their questions verbally;

(ii) only a grace period of 10 minutes would be allowed for a maximum of 5 questions for every 
segment.  Members would need to click on the “raise hand” icon and the IT staff would turn on 
the microphone for the member to speak. The member would need to provide his/her name 
and membership number clearly before proceeding to pose the question. 

(iii) Alternatively, for members who do not wish to speak, he/she could type the question into the 
“chat box”. The question would be posted onto the screen for the rest of the members to see 
before a response is given.

The Honorary Secretary thanked the members for their attention and thereafter handed over the meeting 
back to the President.  The President then presented the overall reports/updates from April 2021 to April 
2022 as follows:

Since there was no objection to the Agenda, Ir. David Lai Kong Phooi (F09917) proposed the acceptance 
of the agenda which was seconded by  Dato’ Ir. Hj. Ahmad Murad bin Omar (F04741).  

The President then proceeded with the 63rd Annual General Meeting proper. 
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3.0 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF 62nd ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING HELD ON 17 APRIL 2021

The President invited the members to go through the minutes of the previous AGM which was printed on 
pages 52 until page 64. The AGM was also requested to go through the attendance list from pages 65 to 
70 and the Bahasa Malaysia version which was on pages 71 to 83. 

President further informed that should any member wish to comment, he/she would need to click on the 
“RAISE HAND” icon.  

Since there were no errors highlighted in the minutes, Ir. Gin Teang Wah (M13957) proposed that the 
minutes of the 62nd Annual General Meeting held on 17 April 2021 be confirmed and adopted. The motion 
was seconded by Ir. Wong Chee Fui (F20903).

4.0 MATTERS ARISING

The President then provided clarifications on the following items raised at the 62nd Annual General Meeting 
held on 17 April 2021:
 

4.1 Page 59 - Item 6.9.1    

There was a comment raised that the facilities at Wisma IEM were under utilized and that there is a need 
to look into the ROI as IEM had spent RM200,000 for the renovations done.

Excomm had decided that to rent out the ground fIoor for other catering/café operators would not be a 
good idea as it would mean outsiders are allowed to enter the building. There will be issues of cleanliness, 
security and parking.

The intention of D’Place at the ground fIoor is to provide for a more conducive environment and bigger 
space for members attending IEM functions to have food. Previously the room at the 2nd fIoor was too small 
and many a time could not appropriately accommodate the participants attending IEM’s technical talks or 
courses.

Excomm had therefore decided not to rent out the facilities as it is supposed to be for IEM members’ use.

The AGM was also informed that improvement to the facilities of Wisma IEM was also intended to attract 
better tenants to the other available areas. The President cited the rather handsome revenue generated 
from rental in 2020 of approximately RM800,000. He also added that the Standing Committee on Finance 
had launched a new programme called the upLIFE which will look into further improvements to both Wisma 
IEM and Bangunan Ingenieur so as to provide better facilities for tenants and IEM members.

Ir. Yap Soon Hoe (F04086) who had raised this issue at the last AGM took note of the explanation but 
raised the issue of the relocation of the Library. He had been informed of Excomm’s decision not to relocate 
the Library and wished to know the rationale for that decision as he pointed out that the IEM Library 
had been facing perennial problem such as fIooding and leaking. He commented that since there is a 
Mezzanine fIoor that can be used at Wisma IEM, it would be a good time to consider moving the Library to 
Wisma IEM.  With the café facilities at the ground fIoor, he was of the opinion that members could borrow 
books and browse through at the ground fIoor. He requested the AGM to seriously consider the relocation 
of the Library to Wisma IEM.

The President informed the AGM that the Excomm is already looking into the possibility of relocating the 
Library to the Mezzanine fIoor of Wisma IEM. The Excomm is also considering extending the existing space 
on the Mezzanine fIoor so that the whole Library can be moved over and to provide a more conducive 
environment to the members.  But currently, IEM had engaged a Structural Engineer to check the structural 
load that the Mezzanine fIoor can take before further action is taken.

Ir. Yap Soon Hoe also requested for a mandate to be given to Excomm to complete this within the year.

Y.Bhg. Academician Tan Sri Ir. Prof. Em. Dr. Chuah Hean Teik (HF09157) agreed that there is a need to 
provide better facilities to members but felt that there would be quite a bit of issues to consider. Therefore, 
to insist on a completion date within the year, he proposed that the matter be left to Council and Excomm 
to discuss.

The President thanked Academician Tan Sri Ir. Prof. Em. Dr. Chuah for his comments and assured the 
AGM that the new Council and Excomm will definitely look into the points raised.
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5.0 ANNUAL REPORT FOR SESSION 2021/2022

The President then invited the Honorary Secretary, Ir. Assoc. Prof. Dr. David Chuah Joon Huang to present 
the various activities and events organised in 2021 which was printed on pages 90-141 of the Annual 
Report. The Honorary Secretary proceeded to report on the matters highlighted in the Annual report as 
follows:

5.1 Council and Excomm

For the Session 2021/2022, the Council had four (4) Council meetings.  The Council at their meetings 
discussed matters related to policy as well as management of properties and affairs of the Institution. 

Excomm had thirteen (13) normal meetings and three (3) Special meetings for the Session 2021/2022 
mainly to implement and carry out the decisions of the Council.  The Honorary Secretary informed that 
normally Excomm would meet monthly but for the session 2021/2022, there were three (3) special meetings 
arranged to discuss matters of urgency.

It was further noted that the Council meetings were held virtually but Excomm meetings reverted to fully 
physical.

5.2 Standing Committees and Day-to-Day Operations

The AGM was informed that Excomm continued to be assisted by eight (8) Standing Committees in the 
day-to-day operations.  Each of the Standing Committees was chaired by a Vice President with the Finance 
Committee being chaired by the Deputy President.

5.3 Membership

Up to 31 December 2021, a total of 3,177 candidates were approved for admission/election/transfer to the 
various grades. Out of the new members recruited, 1,553 were students. However, at the end of the year, 
3,036 members were in arrears compared to 3,401 in 2020. The overall total of IEM membership as at 1 
March 2022 was 46,634.

On the international front, the breakdown was as follows; 12 candidates were registered for APEC & 
IntPE, 12 for ASEAN Engineers (AE), 15 for Associate ASEAN Engineers (AAE) and one (1) for Associate 
Engineering Technologist.

In terms of breakdown of membership by grades, the Honorary Secretary further informed that Student 
membership had the highest percentage at 54.2% followed by Members (23.5%),  Graduate (19%), Fellow 
(1.7%) and the other grades such as Incorporated, Affiliate and Associate were 1.6%. 

As for the breakdown in terms of the major engineering disciplines, Civil had the highest percentage with 
33%, followed by Mechanical (25%), Electrical (15%), Electronic (9%) and Chemical (7%).

5.4 Professional Interview

The AGM noted that for session 2021/2022, a total of 197 candidates applied to sit for the Professional 
Interview (PI). It was further noted that 106 candidates have passed whereas 21 failed the PI. 

5.5 IEM Publication

The Honorary Secretary informed the AGM that twelve (12) issue of the “Jurutera” – IEM Bulletin had been 
published for the year 2021. 

The Electronic Jurutera, which is readable without having to download, had been implemented and sent 
by email blast to members every month. The AGM was also informed that members who wished to have 
hardcopies of the Jurutera could collect from the IEM HQ office.  

It was further reported that one (1) issue of the Journal had been published and uploaded on the IEM 
website.

5.6 IEM Activities 2021

The Honorary Secretary reported that there were altogether 290 events held for Session 2021/2022.  These 
events included webinar talks (248), technical visits (4), courses and seminars (36), virtual conference (1) 
and symposium (1).

5.7 Members’ Benefits

The AGM was informed that more merchants had been signed to include additional benefits for the IEM 
Loyalty Card such as KyBUN Shoes and Menara Optometry. IEM is in negotiation with EON for merchant 
discounts for PROTON cars.

New merchants secured included Heriot Watt University Malaysia which provides to all IEM members as 
well as their spouse and children who enrol in all taught postgraduate programmes offered at Heriot-Watt 
Malaysia Campus, a 10% bursary-based discount on published tuition fees.

IEM is also in discussion with Bank Islam to offer financial assistance to IEM members especially to those 
who have lost their employment or reduced monthly income. Products offered include personal financing, 
house financing, SME etc.

5.8 IEM Webinars

The AGM was informed that a total of 600 webinars were conducted since the start of the pandemic in March 
2020 until March 2022. 53,505 members and non-members attended these webinars which generated 
RM813,264 in revenue to IEM.  For the year 2021 alone, income generated from webinars was RM590,930

The Electrical Engineering Technical Division was the leader in organising the most number of webinars 
followed by the Oil, Gas and Mining Technical Division and Civil and Structural Engineering Technical 
Division.

5.9 IEM Mobile App

The Honorary Secretary further reported that approximately 31,800 members had given consent to 
be subscribed to the IEMGo mobile app. Members will be able to get  the latest Jurutera and Journal, 
information on Upcoming events and Circulars as well as latest notifications.

New features coming up included Community Chat Groups, Business Cards and the IEM Loyalty Card 
in electronic format. Additional features currently being explored included checking of CPD records and 
Special discounts from IEM merchants.

5.10 IEM Guidelines for the Industry

During the session 2021/2022, IEM published two sets guidelines as follows:

5.11 IEM CSR Activities 

Initiated by Standing Committees on Welfare and Activities together with Technical Divisions and SIGs, 
donations in kind was collected on 25 December 2021 and delivered to the Selangor Collection Centre at 
Section 14, Petaling Jaya in an effort to help those affected by the fIoods.
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IEM also started a donation drive to solicit financial assistance for IEM members affected by the fIoods.  
A total of RM7,265 was collected from generous IEM members and another RM8,000 was donated by 
AFRIMA Sdn Bhd. The funds were disbursed to twelve members who were affected by the fIoods in 
Klang Valley at RM1,000.00 each and the balance will be allocated for members from Branches who need 
assistance.

5.12 IEM Circulars

A total of 26 IEM circulars had been issued concerning information on incentive packages by the government, 
latest guidelines from government agencies and updates of reports from IEM.

Members who had missed them can refer to the IEM website.

5.13 IETA and AIET – Engineering Technologists and Engineering Technicians

IEM will be submitting our application for Authorised Membership at the IEA meeting in June 2022.

5.14 Questions Session 

5.14.1 Ir. Tay Ching En, Marcus (M34906) queried on the total number of passes and failures for the Professional 
Interview is not equal to the number of candidates who had applied. 

The Honorary Secretary explained that some candidates’ results are not in yet and some are still waiting 
for their Interview appointment. 

Since there were no further comments or questions via online and from Council members in the auditorium, 
Ir. Dr. Mui Kai Yin (F18773) proposed that the Annual Report be adopted. The motion was seconded by Ir. 
Hj. Mohd Aman bin Idris (F02176).

6.0 ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 DECEMBER 2021

The President then invited the Honorary Treasurer, Ir. Fam Yew Hin to present the financial statements for 
The Institution of Engineers, Malaysia for the period 1 January 2021 to 31 December 2021. Ir. Fam Yew 
Hin informed the AGM that the accounts presented would be from pages 153 to 182.  

6.1 The Honorary Treasurer informed the AGM that the financial statements presented comprised of three (3) 
sets of accounts that is those of IEM, IEM Training Academy Sdn Bhd and IEM Academy Sdn Bhd. It was 
noted that the financial statements did not include the Branch accounts. The amalgamation of accounts of 
all Branches were presented separately on pages 183 to 184.

The AGM was also informed that the columns denoted by “Group” refers to the consolidated accounts of 
IEM, IEM Training Academy and IEM Academy.

6.2 The Honorary Treasurer reported that the total income for 2021 stood at RM5,039,134, a slight increase of 
1.6% compared to 2020 which was RM4,960,180 . 

6.3 The Honorary Treasurer further reported that there was a drop of 0.7% on the amount of the annual 
subscriptions collected that was 86.4% in 2021 compared to 87.1% in 2020.  

6.4 Based on the comparison of income, the Honorary Treasurer further informed that there was a decrease 
of 3.4% in the rental income, 95% in institutional services income, 547% increase in other miscellaneous 
income and a 26.9% drop in arbitration levy. However, there was a drop of 25.3% and 3.4%, in Fixed 
Deposit interest income and credit card commission respectively.  

6.5 The Honorary Treasurer further reported that the total expenses for 2021 was RM4,680,990, a reduction of 
2.8% compared to 2020 which was RM4,816,193.  

The main contributors to the expenses the personnel emoluments (48.6%), building maintenance (20.8%), 
administrative expenses (12.1%), Branch subsidies (12.3%), subscription fee written-off (4.7%) and 
depreciation of equipment (1%). 
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The AGM also noted that the savings on the expenses were mainly on the administrative portion such as 
on the mailing services, office printings and stationery, postage and accountancy services.

Technical Division income showed tremendous improvement achieving double the revenue of 2020.  
Income generated were mainly webinars organised.

6.6 The overall performance of the Institution was a surplus of RM358,144 for 2021 compared to deficit of 
RM23,414 in 2020.  This was considered a tremendous improvement compared to the year 2020.

With regard to the performance of the subsidiaries, the AGM was informed that IEM Training Academy 
recorded a net loss of RM455,191 while IEM Academy Sdn Bhd recorded a net loss was RM217,323. 

6.7 The AGM noted that some of the Branches had surplus income such as Kedah/Perlis, Perak, Kelantan, 
Terengganu, Pahang, Negeri Sembilan and Melaka.  

The President then thanked the Honorary Treasurer for his report and proceeded to invite questions from 
the members. The members who were attending online were requested click on the RAISE HAND icon 
should they wish to ask any question.  

6.8 Questions and Answers Session – Accounts

6.8.1 Ir. Yap Soon Hoe (F04086) enquired whether the loss suffered by IEM Training Academy and IEM Academy 
were a result of the tax implication from WTC2020. The President reported that the loss was not due to 
the prepaid tax of WTC2020. It was mainly due to huge drop in income as a result of the pandemic. For 
2021, there were 99 activities being planned but only 47% managed to proceed. Many of the courses had 
to be cancelled and revenue was greatly affected. For 2021, total sales was only RM210,000 compared 
to the previous year, there was WTC2020 which generated sales of RM3.3million. With the merger of 
operations for the two companies in 2021, retrenchment benefits in accordance with the law were also paid 
out.  Besides the staff cost amounting to about RM470,000, there was also rental and other administrative 
expenses incurred. For 2022, the management presented a budget of RM1.2million and it is hoped that the 
planned activities will materialise to enable a profit of RM180,000 to be generated.

IEM Academy is currently in dormancy and in the process of finalising the accounts and to get some tax 
rebate specifically for IEM Academy and nothing to do with WTC2020.

As for the tax that had been prepaid for WTC2020 amounting to about RM1million, the management had 
met with IRB and provided the additional information which they have requested. The AGM was informed 
that the effort to recover the tax is still on-going.

The AGM was also informed that as far as MYCEB was concerned, they had notified IEM that the refund of 
the granted given by them amounting to RM165,000 is waived. The grant had been given on the basis that 
WTC2020 was to be organised physically and not virtually.

The President also informed the AGM that the merger of operations aimed to have a leaner staff force and 
reduce duplication thereby reducing operation cost.  

6.8.2 Ir. Dr. Yeoh Hak Koon (M15203) queried on the report in the slide where income was recorded as RM5million 
but on page 158 of the annual report, total income recorded was different.

The President clarified that the total indicated on page 158 did not include the income from Institutional 
Services and Rental. Ir. Fam Yew Hin clarified that the income indicated on page 158 amounted to 
RM3,461,181 but there is a need to add in Rental Income on page 178 amounting to RM792,441 and 
Institutional Services income on page 158 amounting to RM785,512.

6.8.3 Ir. Ho Choon Kwang (M17178) queried on the subscription fees written off at 4.7%.  The Honorary Treasurer 
informed that if the subscriptions is not received after one year, it will be written off. Later on, when the 
members come back and reinstate their membership, it is under a different category. IEM’s practice has 
been if the members, despite receiving reminders from IEM still do not pay their subscriptions after one 
year, IEM will write off the outstanding amount.
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6.8.4 Ir. Thayala Rajah (M03717) pointed out that the expenses of the Young Engineers Section (YES) were not 
shared in the presentation.  The Honorary Treasurer informed that the information shared in the presentation 
as well as the report is a summary of the financial performance as it was not possible to include the 
detail break-down of expenses incurred by all the Committees and Technical Divisions.  Nevertheless, any 
member who wish to have information could write in to IEM.  Nevertheless, for the summary of Income and 
Expenses for the YES can be referred on page 181 of the annual report.  

As there were no further questions from the fIoor as well as online, Dato’ Ir. Dr. Ahmad Anuar Othman 
(F13148) proposed the adoption of the Financial Statements for IEM for the year ended 31 December 
2021. The motion was seconded by Ir. Prof. Dr. Tan Chee Fai (F18343). The AGM then adopted the 
Financial Statement.  

7.0 EDUCATION FUND FINANCIAL STATEMENT – 31 DECEMBER 2021

The Honorary Treasurer then continued to report on the Financial Statements of the Education Fund for the 
year ending 31 December 2021 from page 186 to 195.  

7.1 The AGM was informed that donations received amounted to RM35,727 in 2021 compared to RM55,826 
in 2020. 

7.2 The Honorary Treasurer reported that where expenditure was concerned, the scholarship given out in 2021 
was RM42,000.  

7.3 The AGM was also informed that on the Education Fund recorded a deficit of RM7,746 compared to surplus 
of RM11,964 in 2020. For the year 2021, the Education Fund had complied with the 50% Spending Rule of 
Inland Revenue Board (IRB) for Tax Exempt Account.

7.4 As for the overall financial position of the Education Fund, the AGM noted that there was an increase of 
1% for FD, Cash and Cash Equivalents amounting to RM1,881,493 whereas the Accumulated Fund was 
RM2,548,406 recording a decrease of 0.3% compared to 2020.

Since there were no questions from the floor, Ir. Yap Soon Hoe (F04086) proposed the adoption of the 
Education Fund financial statement for the year ended 31 December 2021 and the motion was seconded 
by Ir. Lee Cheng Pay (M36663). The AGM then adopted the Education Fund financial statement.  

8.0 DISCUSSION ON WRITTEN ISSUES RECEIVED FROM MEMBERS

8.1 Issue 1
That the IEM President should not be among the nominated persons from IEM, to be considered for 
the five positions in the Board of Engineers Malaysia (BEM) as IEM representatives; the reason being 
should any issues/decisions made at BEM which are detrimental to IEM*, then the IEM President is 
given the fIexibility to enforce a second line of defence during discussion either at Excomm or IEM 
Council – for the issues/decisions made at BEM to be further discussed / negotiated with BEM at 
President-to-President, or at Institution-to-Institution level.

* this is assuming even with the five representatives present at BEM (voting at BEM), the majority 
voting at BEM level may still falls unfavourably to IEM
 
The proponent of the issue, Ir. Dr Teo Fang Yenn (F26373) was invited to present the issue to the AGM.

Ir. Dr. Teo informed the AGM that the issue raised was not intended to question the President, Past or future 
Presidents on handling all the issues related to IEM at the BEM level. In fact, he wanted to congratulate 
all of them for successfully maintaining the good relationship with BEM as well as other professional 
organisations. The resolution put forward is to secure and protect the position of IEM. He felt that with 
the President should be the top representative of all the members. The President should not be amongst 
the nominated persons to be considered for position in the BEM due to the reason mentioned. He also 
highlighted that ConfIict of Interest is also one of the concerns. He is raising this issue at the AGM so that 
the matter can be openly discussed and possibly to set up a Sub Committee led by a Past President to 
discuss the matter for the future of IEM.
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The President related his personal experience while serving in the Board where he is able to build closer 
relationship with more engagement directly on the Board level, it did help IEM to champion certain issues.  
Personal contact and engagement with members of the Board was very effective in lobbying for issues of 
IEM’s interest.  He cited the issue of the IETA and AIET Agreements where IEM had been advocating  that 
the said Agreements should be signed by IEM. Both himself and the Immediate Past President had put in 
a lot of effort to engage the Board President and the Board members for IEM to be the signatory of these 
two agreements. IEM was therefore successful in getting the blessing of the BEM to be the signatory of the 
agreements. Otherwise, with just strangers meeting for discussion, he felt that the result might not be so 
favourable. The President of IEM serving of the Board also accentuated the decision making process for 
the benefit of IEM.

The President also highlighted the issue on the Amendment of the Regulation 34 with regard to opening up 
the ownership of ECPs.  He informed the AGM that during the discussions at the Board level, all the IEM 
representatives will uphold the voice of the members irrespective of the opinion of the representatives. As 
the IEM President sitting on the Board, he/she will also be sharing the concern of the IEM members with 
the Board. In view that this issue had not been discussed at the Council or Excomm level, the President 
suggested that the issue be brought to the Council and Excomm for discussion.

Ir. Razmahwata bin Mohamad Razalli (F17029) enquired whether it was a call for a resolution to which, 
the reply was that it was not. It was only a concern of a member for discussion. In addition, as a general 
member, he felt that this issue is best to be decided by the Excomm as they are the ones actively engaging 
with the BEM and all other external bodies. He felt that this issue should not be discussed further at the 
AGM.

Academician Tan Sri Ir. Prof. Em. Dr. Chuah Hean Teik informed the AGM that the issue of whether the 
IEM President should serve on the Board was not a new issue. The same proposal was adopted by Datuk 
Ir. Prof. Dr. Ow Chee Sheng who declined to serve on the Board when he was the President as his idea 
was that he can then discuss matters on the level of President to President.  

He felt that whether the President being on the Board will be beneficial to IEM depends on the person who 
is the President; whether he/she is persuasive enough and can get along with the other Board members to 
achieve something for IEM.  

He nevertheless felt that the matter should be discussed further at Excomm and Council for the best way 
forward. He highlighted that the AGM should not be making the decision because matters could change 
and the AGM should not be restricting the future Presidents. So long as the person can carry himself or 
herself well, it would be in the best interest of IEM.

Ir. Mohd Aman bin Hj Idris (F02176) informed that he had raised the same issue in Excomm a few years 
ago and the decision was for the President of the day to decide whether he or she wish to serve on the 
Board.  He also pointed out that besides IEM, the ACEM President and the MySET President are also in the 
Board. He also commented that since the member who raised the issue is in Excomm, it would be proper 
for him to raise it at the Excomm and if he feels that Excomm is too small, he could raise it at the Council.

Dato’ Paduka Ir. Hj. Keizrul bin Abdullah informed that he had served in the BEM a long time and represented 
IEM many times in a number of capacities. He felt that it was important for IEM President to be in the Board.  
If he/she is in the Board, he can fight for IEM and would not need a second line of defence.  

Ir. Tu Yong Eng (M15448) pointed out that to have close relationship, the President does not need to be in 
the Board and can still have a President to President relationship.

Dato’ Ir. Lim Chow Hock responded that it should be the pre-rogative of the President of the day whether 
he/she should sit on the Board.  He suggested that mandate be given to the Council and Excomm to decide 
on this matter. 
  

The AGM agreed that mandate be given to Excomm/Council to discuss this matter.

8.2 Issue 2
IEM shall uphold the standards of assessment and examination for Malaysian Professional 
Engineers. The lives, safety, health and welfare of the general public are dependent upon 
engineering judgments, decisions and practices carried out by Professional Engineers. Therefore, 
the Professional Engineer title and recognition can only be given to engineers who are technically 
competent.

The Malaysian Professional Engineer status has long been recognised internationally. IEM as a 
signatory of IPEA/APEC agreement, has been working hard to promote our Professional Engineer 
internationally and enable international mobility for our practicing engineers.

IEM shall ensure the following requirements in the current PEng assessment in Malaysia to be 
maintained, if not enhanced.

i. Technical Report. This is a very important document because it will present one of 
the applicant’s past engineering projects in detail (complete with design calculations, 
specifications and drawings). 

ii. Minimum requirements to reflect on engineering site and design experience. This is also 
an important criteria as it measures the minimum expectations of a graduate engineer in 
practicing engineering as a career choice prior to applying to be a Professional Engineer.

iii. Written technical essay examination. This requirement sets the standard of competency 
in communicating thoughts and ideas of technical expertise through written form in a 
clear, precise and succinct manner.

Removal, replacement or dilution of these requirements will have implications on the standards 
of our Malaysian Professional Engineers. We have to make sure that only engineers who are 
technically competent and adhering to professional ethics deserve the PEng title and recognition. 
Otherwise, in time, we will lose our international standing and mobility for our engineers.

The proponent of the issue, Ir. Wong Chee Fui (F20903) was invited to present the issue.

Ir. Wong informed the AGM that based on the webinars conducted by BEM, there were quite drastic 
changes in the new Outcome Based PAE such as omission of submission of technical report and technical 
essays being replaced by self-presentation by the candidate. He acknowledged that IEM had been working 
closely with BEM Working Group on this matter but wish to have the issues recorded so that it will be 
followed up to maintain the integrity and recognition of the Professional Engineers are maintained.

The President clarified that some of the requirement had caught everyone by surprise and IEM had written 
to BEM on the issue as well as had several meetings with the Working Group to convey IEM’s concerns. 
He informed that immediately upon being notified of the contents of the BEM webinar on 25 February, he 
had requested the IEM Working Group to look into the issues. IEM had written to BEM and advocated that 
the technical report and essays need to be included to ensure minimum standards are being maintained. 
Due to the good relationship with the BEM President, the President and the Deputy President met with him 
on 1 April to convey the issue and he was receptive of the concerns. 

Thereafter, a joint meeting was arranged between IEM representatives and the BEM Working Group on 
8 April and IEM was informed that the Training & Experience report would be renamed back to Technical 
Report with requirement on technical aspects and also minimum requirements for the major disciplines.  
It was also agreed to form a Working Group to come up with the minimum standards for each of the 
discipline. IEM also requested for the explanatory notes be revised to reflect what has been agreed and 
that the technical essay will only be exempted if the candidate scored 3 points and above during the oral 
interview. He added that IEM will continue to pursue this issue and assured the AGM, that Council and 
Excomm also wish to maintain the standard of the Professional Engineers. As the Professional Engineer 
is also an entry requirement for the APEC and IntPE Registers for Malaysia, there is a need to ensure 
adherence to the equivalent standards and IEM will continue to follow up on this matter.

Ir. Lee Meng Chiat (F11358) felt that for consistency, the Proposed Outcome Based PAE and the IEM 
Outcome Based PI should be equally similar. Technical Report is required for the candidate to show and 
demonstrate his technical engineering knowledge in the competency category A and B. The technical 
essay is then to check that the PI candidate is clearly familiar and has done what he/she claims to have in 
their documents. It is not appropriate to omit the technical report and technical essay from BEM’s Outcome 
Based PAE. On the issue of omitting competency category E, he highlighted that competency category 
E is not just for assessment of the code of ethics, there are also other elements. He requested the HQ to 
review the issue with BEM.

The President thanked him for the concerns and assured that IEM will continue to put forward the concerns 
to the BEM.

9.0 ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE RESULT of e-BALLOTING FOR COUNCIL 2022/2023 SESSION

The President invited the Election Officer, Y.Bhg. Dato’ Paduka Ir. (Dr.) Hj. Keizrul Abdullah to announce 
the results of the election for the session 2022/2023.  
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Y.Bhg. Dato’ Paduka Ir. (Dr.) Hj. Keizrul Abdullah informed the AGM that IEM introduced the Electronic 
Balloting system (e-Ballot) for the first time during the session 2021/2022. As one of the efforts to improve 
the e-Ballot, IEM conducted a survey amongst members to obtain feedback on any shortcomings or 
improvement needed.  Based on the feedback received, IEM has enhanced certain features or contents of 
the system but improvement will be a continual process. Members can still send in their suggestions for us 
to look into and we take this opportunity to thank members who had provided their feedback via the survey.

With regards to the Council Election for Session 2022/2023, the election process started with the call for 
nominations for the post of Deputy President which closed on 30 October 2021 and the call for nominations 
for other Council vacancies which closed on 27 December 2021.

9.1 President

Y.Bhg. Dato’ Paduka Ir. (Dr.) Hj. Keizrul Abdullah informed the AGM that in accordance with Section 5.2 of 
the Bylaws, the current Deputy President, Ir. Prof. Dr. Norlida binti Buniyamin, being the President-elect, 
will assume the office of President for the sessions 2022/2023 and 2023/2024 as the incumbent President, 
Ir. Ong Ching Loon completes his term of office at this AGM.

9.2 Deputy President

The Election Officer also informed that for the office of Deputy President, three (3) valid nominations were 
received. A total of 66 e-ballot papers were then sent out to all current Corporate Members in the Council.  
At the close of balloting on 24 December 2021, a total of 62 e-votes were received. 

Two candidates received the same number of votes while the third candidate received a lower number 
of votes. As per Bylaws 5.20 which states “should there be an equality of votes between two candidates 
where there is only one (1) post to be filled, the determination of the successful candidate would be carried 
out by drawings of lots by the Election Officer in the presence of the Scrutineers”.

Upon the drawing of lots, the successful candidate was Ir. Prof. Dr. Jeffrey Chiang Choong Luin. Thus, Ir. 
Prof. Dr. Jeffrey Chiang Choong Luin was duly elected to the office of Deputy President for the sessions 
2022/2023 and 2023/2024.  

9.3 Council Vacancies for Session 2022/2023

The Election Officer then informed the AGM on the various Council vacancies as follows:

•	  Vice President with 3 vacancies for 2 sessions
•	  Hon Secretary with 1 vacancy for 1 session
•	  Hon Treasurer with 1 vacancy for 1 session

Council Members
•	  Other Discipline Representative with 1 vacancy for 3 sessions

Council Member – Ordinary Representative 
•	  10 vacancies for 3 sessions

9.4 Vice Presidents, Hon Secretary, Hon Treasurer and Others

The AGM was also informed that the following offices did not require balloting as there was only one 
candidate:

9.4.1 Office of Honorary Secretary (One (1) vacancy for session 2022/2023)

Ir. Prof. Dr. Zuhaina binti Zakaria was duly elected unopposed to the office of Honorary Secretary for one 
(1) Session 2022/2023.

9.4.2 The Election Officer then further explained the procedure on the following offices that required balloting:
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•	  Vice Presidents
•	  Honorary Treasurer
•	  Council Member – Other Discipline Representative
•	  Council Members – Ordinary Representatives

The Election Officer informed that email and sms (for the sms, only for members residing in the country) 
providing access to the e-Ballot were sent to each of the  11,895 Corporate Members eligible to vote. The 
closing date for the casting of e-votes was 1 April 2022 at 12.00pm.

The e-Ballot was automatically closed by the system at 12.00pm on 1 April 2022. The system then sent to 
the Election Officer, a password to generate the results.

Using the password, the results were generated at 9.00am on 2 April 2022 in the presence of the Scrutineers 
Ir. Hj. Mohamed Ali Yusoff, Ir. S. Kukanesan and Ir. Prof. Dr. Zainal Abidin bin Ahmad. A total of 2,081 
Corporate Members casted their e-votes. The Election Officer then proceeded to report on the election 
results as follows: 

9.4.3 Office of Vice President (Three (4) vacancies for 2 sessions 2022/2023 and 2023/2024)

There were ten (10) nominations received for the three (3) vacancies. The following three (3) candidates 
with the highest number of votes were duly elected to the office of Vice President for the sessions 2022/2023

9.4.4 Office of Honorary Treasurer (One (1) vacancy for session 2022/2023)

There were four (4) nominations received for the one (1) vacancy. The candidate, Ir. Dr. Lee Yun Fook 
received the highest number of votes and was duly elected to the office of Honorary Treasurer for the 
session 2022/2023.

9.4.5 Office of Council Member – Other Discipline Representative (One (1) vacancy for 3 sessions, 
2022/2023, 2023/2024, 2024/2025)

There three nominations received for this office. The candidate, Ir. Abdul Razak bin Yakob received 
the highest number of votes and was duly elected to the office of Council Member – Other Discipline 
Representative for three (3) Sessions for 2022/2023, 2023/2024, 2024/2025.

9.4.6 Office of Council Member – Ordinary Representative (Ten (10) vacancies for 3 sessions, 2022/2023, 
2023/2024, 2024/2025)

The Election Officer proceeded to report that there were twenty-one (21) nominations received and the 
following ten (10) candidates with the highest number of votes were duly elected to the Office of Council 
Member – Ordinary Representative for 3 sessions, 2022/2023, 2023/2024 and 2024/2025):

The Election Officer then congratulated all the successful candidates.
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9.4.7 The AGM was further informed that the election exercise covered a period of about five (5) months and the 
total cost was RM5,117.20 (cost of sending SMS) excluding IEM staff cost. The total number of e-ballot 
links emailed out to members this year was 11,895.

From the number of e-ballots returned, there is an improvement compared to the year before (17.5% 
compared to 13.1%). Nevertheless, it meant that 83% of the eligible Corporate Members still did not cast 
their votes. The Election Officer informed the AGM that he and the Scrutineers will work with the IEM 
Secretariat to carry out a post-mortem and to look at ways to increase this figure in future elections.

The Election Officer also shared some statistics pertaining to the IEM Elections for the last ten years as 
follows:

9.4.8 The Election Officer then thanked the Scrutineers, Ir. Prof. Dr. Zainal Abidin bin Ahmad, Ir. Hj. Mohd Ali 
Yusoff and Ir. S. Kukanesan for their valuable assistance.  The Election Officer also thanked the Secretariat 
for their full cooperation as well as the Council for their support. 

The President thanked Y.Bhg. Dato’ Paduka Ir. (Dr.) Hj. Keizrul Abdullah for his services and support for 
conducting the election process.  

10.0 AWARDS PRESENTATION

The President then announced that as per the tradition set for the last few years, some of the awards were 
presented during the AGM. The Emcee then proceeded with the Awards ceremony.  

10.1 Tan Sri Ir. Hj. Yusoff Ibrahim Final Year Project 2021

The AGM noted that the winner of the Tan Sri Ir. Hj. Yusoff Ibrahim Final Year Project 2021 was Liew Son 
Qian from Universiti Tunku Abdul Rahman (UTAR) with the topic – “Hydrothermal Growth of Niobium Oxide 
Microrods in Ammonium Fluoride for Electrochromic Application”. 

The AGM also noted that the 2nd place winner was Tan Tze Jie from Monash University Malaysia  with the 
topic “Assessment on The Structural Behaviour of Novel Candle-Loc Inter-module Connection Using Finite 
Element Analysis” whereas the 3rd place winner was Tan Wei Kun from Universiti Tunku Abdul Rahman 
with the topic “IoT Based Car Plate Recognition System”.

The following received the consolation prizes:

(i) Teo Yar Lee from Multimedia University (MMU) with the topic “Optimising Energy Consumption 
of a Rice Milling”

1.0 KATA-KATA ALUAN OLEH YANG DIPERTUA

1.1 Yang DiPertua, Ir. Ong Ching Loon mengalu-alukan kehadiran para ahli ke Mesyuarat Agung Tahunan 
(MAT) yang ke-63 setelah kuorum seramai 100 orang dicapai.  Beliau melaporkan bahawa bilangan ahli 
yang hadir sudah mencapai 300 orang dan seterusnya memulakan mesyuarat pada pukul 9.00pg.  Beliau 
merakamkan ucapan terima kasih kepada para ahli yang menghadiri MAT yang diadakan secara atas 
talian bagi tahun yang ketiga serta memaklumkan bahawa cara pengendalian mesyuarat begini bukan 
sahaja tidak menjejaskan sokongan para ahli malah membolehkan para ahli dari luar Lembah Kelang 
menghadiri mesyuarat tersebut.

Demi memastikan pematuhan SOPs, Setiausaha Kehormat dijemput untuk memberikan taklimat ringkas 
tentang peraturan-peraturan yang perlu diikuti semasa MAT dianjurkan.

(i) Disebabkan kekangan platform maya, bilangan soalan yang boleh dibenarkan adalah 
terhad.  Walau bagaimanapun, berbanding dengan tahun lepas, IEM telah menambahbaik 
pengaturcaraan di mana para ahli boleh mengemukakan soalan mereka secara lisan;

(ii) tempoh masa 10 minit sahaja akan diluangkan untuk maksima 5 soalan bagi setiap segmen.

Yang DiPertua kemudian meneruskan Mesyuarat Agung Tahunan ke-62 sepertimana dicadangkan.
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3.0 PENGESAHAN MINIT MESYUARAT AGUNG TAHUNAN KE-62 YANG DIADAKAN PADA 17 APRIL 
2021

Yang DiPertua menjemput ahli-ahli untuk meneliti minit Mesyuarat Agung Tahunan yang lepas dari 
mukasurat 52 hingga mukasurat 64. Para ahli juga diminta meneliti senarai kehadiran dari mukasurat 65 
hingga 70 dan versi Bahasa Malaysia dari mukasurat 71 hingga 83.

Yang DiPertua seterusnya memaklumkan bahawa sekiranya terdapat ahli yang ingin mengulas, mereka 
perlu klik pada ikon “RAISE HAND”.

Memandangkan tiada kesilapan yang diketengahkan dari minit tersebut,  Ir. Gin Teang Wah (M13957)  
mencadangkan minit Mesyuarat Agung Tahunan ke-62 yang diadakan pada 17 April 2021 disahkan. Usul 
itu telah disokong oleh  Ir. Wong Chee Fui (F20903).

4.0 PERKARA-PERKARA BERBANGKIT

Yang DiPertua kemudiannya memberikan penjelasan mengenai perkara-perkara yang dibangkitkan pada 
Mesyuarat Agung Tahunan ke-62 yang diadakan pada 17 April 2021:

4.1 Mukasurat 59 - Perkara 6.9.1    

Dalam MAT tahun lepas, terdapat ulasan yang ditimbulkan bahawa kemudahan di Wisma IEM kurang 
digunakan dan terdapat keperluan untuk mengkaji pulangan modal kerana IEM telah membelanjakan 
RM200,000 untuk pengubahsuaian yang dilakukan.

MAT dimaklumkan bahawa Excomm telah memutuskan bahawa untuk menyewakan tingkat bawah 
kepada pengusaha katering/kafe lain bukanlah idea yang baik kerana ini bermakna orang luar dibenarkan 
memasuki bangunan tersebut. Ini akan menimbulkan isu kebersihan, keselamatan dan tempat letak kereta.

Tujuan utama pengubahsuaian dibuat dalam D’Place di tingkat bawah adalah untuk menyediakan 
persekitaran yang lebih kondusif dan ruang yang lebih besar untuk ahli-ahli yang menghadiri majlis atau 
kursus di IEM. Sebelum ini bilik di tingkat 2 terlalu kecil dan sempit, jadi tidak dapat menampung peserta 
yang menghadiri ceramah atau kursus teknikal IEM.

Oleh itu Excomm telah memutuskan untuk tidak menyewakan kemudahan tersebut kerana ia sepatutnya 
untuk kegunaan ahli-ahli IEM.

MAT juga dimaklumkan bahawa penambahbaikan ke atas fasiliti-fasiliti Wisma IEM juga bertujuan 
untuk menarik penyewa yang lebih baik untuk bahagian-bahagian bangunan yang lain. Yang DiPertua 
memaklumkan bahawa Wisma IEM telah dapat menghasilkan pendapatan yang agak lumayan pada tahun 
2020 dengan mencatat kira-kira RM800,000 dari hasil sewa. Beliau juga menambah bahawa Jawatankuasa 
Tetap Kewangan telah melancarkan program baharu iaitu “upLIFE” untuk mendapatkan sumbangan demi 
menaikkan lagi taraf fasiliti-fasiliti Wisma IEM dan Bangunan Ingenieur bagi menyediakan kemudahan 
yang lebih baik kepada penyewa dan ahli-ahli IEM.

Ir. Yap Soon Hoe (F04086) yang telah membangkitkan isu ini pada MAT yang lalu mengambil maklum 
akan penjelasan tersebut tetapi membangkitkan isu perpindahan Perpustakaan. Beliau memberitahu 
MAT tentang makluman yang telah didapati mengenai keputusan Excomm untuk tidak memindahkan 
Perpustakaan dan ingin mengetahui rasional keputusan tersebut. Beliau menegaskan bahawa 
Perpustakaan IEM telah menghadapi masalah berterusan seperti banjir dan kebocoran. Beliau mengulas 
bahawa terdapat tingkat mezanin di Wisma IEM yang dianggap sesuai untuk dipertimbangkan sebagai 
lokasi Perpustakaan IEM. Dengan kemudahan kafe di tingkat bawah, beliau berpendapat ahli-ahli boleh 
meminjam buku dan membaca di tingkat bawah. Beliau meminta MAT mempertimbangkan secara serius 
pemindahan Perpustakaan ke Wisma IEM.

Yang Dipertua memberitahu MAT bahawa Excomm sedang mengkaji kemungkinan untuk memindahkan 
Perpustakaan ke tingkat mezanin Wisma IEM. Excomm juga sedang mempertimbangkan untuk 
memperluaskan ruang yang sedia ada di tingkat mezanin supaya seluruh Perpustakaan dapat dipindahkan 
dan menyediakan persekitaran yang lebih kondusif kepada para ahli. IEM telah melantik Jurutera Struktur 
untuk memeriksa bebanan yang boleh ditampung oleh struktur tingkat mezanin sebelum tindakan 
selanjutnya diambil.

Ir. Yap Soon Hoe seterusnya meminta mandat diberikan kepada Excomm untuk menyelesaikan isu 
tersebut dalam tahun ini.
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Y.Bhg. Academician Tan Sri Ir. Prof. Em. Dr. Chuah Hean Teik (HF09157) bersetuju bahawa terdapat 
keperluan untuk menyediakan kemudahan yang lebih baik kepada para ahli tetapi mengulas bahawa 
terdapat banyak perkara yang perlu dipertimbangkan. Oleh itu, bagi memutuskan tarikh siap itu dalam 
setahun, beliau mencadangkan perkara itu diserahkan kepada Majlis dan Excomm untuk perbincangan 
lanjut.

Yang DiPertua mengucapkan terima kasih kepada Y.Bhg. Academician Tan Sri Ir. Prof. Em. Dr. Chuah di 
atas komennya dan memberi jaminan kepada MAT bahawa Majlis dan Excomm yang baharu pasti akan 
meneliti perkara yang dibangkitkan.

5.0 LAPORAN TAHUNAN SESI 2021/2022

Yang DiPertua kemudiannya menjemput Setiausaha Kehormat, Ir. Assoc. Prof. Dr. David Chuah Joon 
Huang untuk membentangkan pelbagai aktiviti dan acara yang dianjurkan pada tahun 2021 yang dicetak 
pada mukasurat 90 hingga 141 dalam Laporan Tahunan. Setiausaha Kehormat kemudian melaporkan 
perkara-perkara yang diketengahkan dalam Laporan Tahunan seperti berikut:

5.1 Majlis dan Jawatankuasa Eksekutif

Bagi Sesi 2021/2022, Majlis telah mengadakan empat (4) mesyuarat. Dalam mesyuarat Majlis, mereka 
membincangkan perkara berkaitan dasar serta pengurusan harta dan hal ehwal Institusi.

Manakala  Jawatankuasa Eksekutif pula telah mengadakan tigabelas (13) mesyuarat am bagi Sesi 
2021/2022 dan tiga (3) mesyuarat khas terutamanya tertumpu kepada perlaksanaan keputusan Majlis. 
Setiausaha Kehormat memaklumkan lazimnya Jawatankuasa Eksekutif akan bermesyuarat setiap bulan 
tetapi bagi sesi 2021/2022, tiga (3) mesyuarat khas telah diadakan untuk membincangkan perkara 
berbangkit yang mendesak.

MAT dimaklumkan lagi bahawa mesyuarat Majlis telah diadakan secara maya tetapi mesyuarat 
Jawatankuasa Eksekutif telah diadakan sepenuhnya secara fisikal.

5.2 Jawatankuasa Tetap dan Operasi Harian

MAT turut dimaklumkan bahawa Jawatnkuasa Eksekutif masih dibantu oleh lapan (8) Jawatankuasa Tetap 
dalam operasi harian. Setiap Jawatankuasa Tetap dipengerusikan oleh seorang Naib Yang DiPertua 
manakala Jawatankuasa Kewangan dipengerusikan oleh Timbalan Yang DiPertua.

5.3 Keahlian

Sehingga  31 Disember 2021, seramai 3,177 calon telah diluluskan untuk kemasukan/pemilihan/
perpindahan ke pelbagai gred. Daripada ahli baharu yang diterima, 1,553 adalah siswa. Bagaimanapun, 
pada akhir tahun, 3,036 ahli telah tertunggak keahlian mereka berbanding 3,401 pada 2020. Jumlah 
keseluruhan keahlian IEM pada 1 Mac 2022 ialah 46,634.

Di peringkat antarabangsa, pecahan adalah seperti berikut; 12 calon telah didaftarkan untuk APEC & 
IntPE, 12 untuk  ASEAN Engineers (AE), 15 untuk  Associate ASEAN Engineers (AAE) dan seorang (1) 
untuk Associate Engineering Technologist.

Dari segi pecahan keahlian mengikut gred, Setiausaha Kehormat seterusnya memaklumkan bahawa 
keahlian Siswa mempunyai peratusan tertinggi iaitu 54.2% diikuti oleh Ahli (23.5%), Siswazah (19%), Felo 
(1.7%) dan gred lain seperti Incorporated, Affiliate and Associate adalah 1.6%.

Bagi pecahan dari segi disiplin kejuruteraan utama, Kejuruteraan Awam mempunyai peratusan tertinggi 
iaitu 33%, diikuti oleh Mekanikal (25%), Elektrikal (15%), Elektronik (9%) dan Kimia (7%).

5.4 Temuduga Profesional

MAT seterusnya dimaklumkan bahawa bagi sesi 2021/2022, seramai 197 calon telah memohon untuk 
menduduki Temuduga Profesional. Dimaklumkan lagi bahawa 106 calon telah lulus manakala 21 gagal 
dalam Temuduga Profesional. 

5.5 Penerbitan IEM

Setiausaha Kehormat memaklumkan MAT bahawa dua belas (12) terbitan “Jurutera” – Buletin IEM telah 
diterbitkan pada tahun 2021.
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Buletin Elektronik, yang boleh dibaca tanpa dimuat turun, telah dilaksanakan dan dihantar melalui e-mel 
kepada para ahli pada setiap bulan. MAT juga dimaklumkan bahawa ahli yang ingin memiliki salinan 
bercetak majalah tersebut boleh mendapatkannya dari pejabat IEM. 

Dilaporkan lagi bahawa dua (2) keluaran Jurnal juga telah diterbitkan dan dimuatnaik di laman web IEM.
 

5.6 Aktiviti-aktiviti 2021

Setiausaha Kehormat juga melaporkan bahawa keseluruhannya terdapat 290 aktiviti yang telah 
dikendalikan untuk Sesi 2021/2022. Aktiviti-aktiviti ini termasuk ceramah teknikal (248), lawatan teknikal 
(4), kursus dan seminar (36), persidangan maya (1) dan simposium (1).

5.7 Manfaat Ahli

Mesyuarat Agung Tahunan juga dimaklumkan bahawa IEM telah mendapatkan persefahaman daripada 
lebih banyak jenama barangan untuk menambahkan manfaat Kad “Loyalty IEM” seperti Kasut KyBUN dan  
Menara Optometry.  IEM masih 

IEM juga telah mendapat persefahaman dengan Universiti Heriot Watt Malaysia di mana semua ahli IEM 
serta pasangan dan anak mereka yang mendaftar dalam mana-mana program pasca siswazah universiti 
tersebut boleh mendapat diskaun 10% ke atas yuran pengajian yang diterbitkan.

IEM juga sedang berbincang dengan Bank Islam untuk menawarkan bantuan kewangan kepada ahli-ahli 
IEM terutamanya kepada mereka yang kehilangan pekerjaan atau pengurangan pendapatan bulanan. 
Antara tawaran mereka termasuk pembiayaan peribadi, pembiayaan rumah, dan lain-lain.

5.8 Webinar IEM

MAT dimaklumkan bahawa sebanyak 600 webinar telah dijalankan sejak permulaan wabak pada Mac 
2020 hingga Mac 2022. Seramai 53,505 ahli dan bukan ahli telah menghadiri webinar-webinar ini yang 
telah menghasilkan pendapatan sebanyak RM813,264 untuk IEM. Untuk tahun 2021 sahaja, pendapatan 
yang dihasilkan daripada webinar adalah RM590,930.

Bahagian Teknikal Kejuruteraan Elektrik merupakan Bahagian Teknikal yang telah menganjurkan paling 
banyak webinar diikuti oleh Bahagian Teknikal Minyak, Gas dan Perlombongan dan Bahagian Teknikal 
Kejuruteraan Awam dan Struktur.

5.9 Aplikasi Mudah Alih IEM

Setiausaha Kehormat seterusnya melaporkan bahawa kira-kira 31,800 ahli telah memberikan persetujuan 
untuk dimasukkan dalam langganan aplikasi mudah alih IEMGo. Para ahli akan menerima Jurutera dan 
Jurnal terkini, maklumat mengenai webinar serta aktiviti-aktiviti IEM dan Surat Pekeliling serta notifikasi 
terkini.

Ciri-ciri baharu yang akan datang termasuk Kumpulan Sembang Komuniti, Kad Perniagaan dan Kad 
Loyalty IEM dalam format elektronik. Ciri tambahan yang sedang diterokai termasuk penyemakan rekod 
CPD dan diskaun istimewa daripada rakan niaga IEM.

5.10 Garispanduan IEM untuk Industri

Dalam sesi 2021/2022, IEM telah menerbitkan dua set garispanduan seperti berikut:

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5.11 Aktiviti-aktiviti CSR IEM

Di bawah usaha Jawatankuasa Tetap Kebajikan dan Perkhidmatan Ahli bersama Bahagian Teknikal dan 
SIG, sumbangan berbentuk barangan telah dikumpul pada 25 Disember 2021 dan dihantar ke Pusat 
Pengumpulan Selangor di Seksyen 14, Petaling Jaya untuk membantu rakyat Malaysia yang terjejas akibat 
banjir.

IEM juga memulakan kutipan derma untuk mendapatkan bantuan kewangan untuk ahli-ahli IEM yang 
terjejas akibat banjir. Sebanyak RM7,265 telah dikutip daripada ahli-ahli IEM yang murah hati dan RM8,000 
lagi disumbangkan oleh AFRIMA Sdn Bhd. Dana tersebut disalurkan kepada dua belas ahli IEM yang 
terjejas akibat banjir di Lembah Klang dengan sumbangan RM1,000.00 setiap seorang dan bakinya akan 
diperuntukkan untuk ahli dari Cawangan-cawangan IEM yang memerlukan bantuan.

5.12 Pekeliling IEM

Sebanyak 26 pekeliling IEM telah dikeluarkan berkaitan maklumat pakej insentif oleh kerajaan, garispanduan 
terkini daripada agensi kerajaan dan kemas kini laporan daripada IEM.

Ahli-ahli boleh merujuk ke laman web IEM jika perlu.

5.13 IETA dan AIET – Teknologis Kejuruteraan dan Juruteknik Kejuruteraan

IEM akan mengemukakan permohonan untuk Keahlian Penuh semasa mesyuarat IEA pada bulan Jun 
2022.

5.14 Sesi Soal Jawab

5.14.1 Ir. Tay Ching En, Marcus (M34906) bertanya tentang jumlah kelulusan dan kegagalan untuk Temuduga 
Profesional yang tidak sama dengan bilangan calon yang telah memohon.

Setiausaha Kehormat menjelaskan bahawa beberapa keputusan calon belum masuk dan ada yang masih 
menunggu pelantikan penemuduga.

Memandangkan tiada sebarang komen atau pertanyaan lanjut daripada para ahli yang hadir samada 
melalui dalam talian dan yang berada di auditorium,  Ir. Dr. Mui Kai Yin (F18773) mencadangkan Laporan 
Tahunan itu diterima. Usul itu disokong oleh  Ir. Hj. Mohd Aman bin Idris (F02176). 

6.0 AKAUN BAGI TAHUN BERAKHIR 31 DISEMBER 2021

Yang DiPertua kemudian menjemput Bendahari Kehormat, Ir. Fam Yew Hin untuk membentangkan 
penyata kewangan untuk Institusi Jurutera Malaysia bagi tempoh 1 Januari 2021 hingga 31 Disember 
2021. Ir. Fam Yew Hin memaklumkan MAT bahawa akaun yang dibentangkan adalah dari muka surat 153 
hingga 182.

6.1 Bendahari Kehormat memaklumkan MAT bahawa penyata kewangan yang dibentangkan terdiri daripada 
tiga (3) set akaun iaitu IEM, IEM Training Academy Sdn Bhd dan IEM Academy Sdn Bhd. Beliau juga 
memaklumkan bahawa penyata kewangan tersebut tidak termasuk akaun bagi cawangan. Penggabungan 
akaun semua cawangan dibentangkan secara berasingan di muka surat 183 – 184.

MAT juga dimaklumkan bahawa ruang bertajuk “Kumpulan” merujuk kepada akaun yang telah digabungkan 
iaitu IEM, IEM Training Academy Sdn Bhd dan IEM Academy Sdn Bhd.

6.2 Bendahari Kehormat melaporkan bahawa jumlah pendapatan bagi tahun 2021 adalah RM5,039,134, 
penambahan sebanyak 1.6% berbanding tahun 2020 berjumlah RM4,960,180.  

6.3 Bendahari Kehormat seterusnya melaporkan terdapat penurunan sebanyak 0.7% pada jumlah kutipan 
yuran keahlian iaitu 86.4% pada 2021 berbanding 87.1% pada 2020.

6.4 Berdasarkan perbandingan pendapatan, Bendahari Kehormat seterusnya memaklumkan bahawa 
terdapat penurunan sebanyak 3.4% dari pendapatan sewa, 95% peningkatan dari perkhidmatan Institusi, 
peningkatan 547% dari pendapatan pelbagai dan penurunan 26.9% dalam levi timbangtara. Selain daripada 
itu, terdapat penurunan masing-masing sebanyak 25.3% dan 3.4% dari pendapatan faedah deposit tetap, 
dan komisen kad kredit.
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6.5 Bendahari Kehormat seterusnya melaporkan bahawa jumlah perbelanjaan bagi tahun 2021 adalah 
RM4,680,990, penurunan sebanyak 2.8% berbanding tahun 2020 iaitu RM4,816,193. 

Penyumbang utama kepada perbelanjaan ialah emolumen Secretariat (48.6%), penyelenggaraan 
bangunan (20.8%), perbelanjaan pentadbiran (12.1%), Subsidi cawangan (12.3%), yuran keahlian 
tertunggak dihapuskan (4.7%) dan susutnilai peralatan (1%).

MAT juga diberitahu bahawa penjimatan perbelanjaan adalah terutamanya daripada bahagian pentadbiran 
seperti perkhidmatan mel, percetakan pejabat dan alat tulis, pos serta perkhidmatan perakaunan.

Pendapatan yang dihasilkan oleh Bahagian Teknikal telah menunjukkan peningkatan yang ketara di 
mana hasil adalah dua kali ganda pendapatan 2020.  Pendapatan terutamanya didapati dari penganjuran 
webinar.

6.6 Prestasi keseluruhan Institusi adalah lebihan sebanyak RM358,144 untuk tahun 2021 berbanding deficit 
RM23,414 pada tahun 2020. Ini adalah peningkatan yang ketara berbanding tahun 2020.

Berhubung prestasi anak-anak syarikat, MAT dimaklumkan bahawa IEM Training Academy mencatatkan 
kerugian bersih sebanyak RM455,191 manakala IEM Academy Sdn Bhd mencatatkan kerugian bersih 
sebanyak RM217,323.

6.7 MAT mengambil maklum bahawa beberapa Cawangan mempunyai lebihan pendapatan seperti Kedah/
Perlis, Perak, Kelantan, Terengganu, Pahang, Melaka dan Negeri Sembilan. 

Yang DiPertua kemudiannya mengucapkan terima kasih kepada Bendahari Kehormat atas laporannya 
dan terus menjemput soalan daripada para ahli. Ahli yang hadir dalam talian diminta klik pada ikon “RAISE 
HAND” sekiranya mereka ingin bertanya sebarang soalan.

6.8 Sesi Soal Jawab – Akaun

6.8.1 Ir. Yap Soon Hoe (F04086) bertanya sama ada kerugian yang dialami oleh IEM Training Academy dan IEM 
Academy adalah akibat implikasi cukai daripada WTC2020. Yang DiPertua melaporkan bahawa kerugian 
itu bukan disebabkan oleh cukai prabayar WTC2020. Ia terutamanya disebabkan oleh penurunan dari 
bisnes utama akibat panedmik COVID-19. Beliau memaklumkan bahawa bagi tahun 2021, terdapat 99 
aktiviti yang telah dirancang tetapi hanya 47% yang berjaya diteruskan. Banyak kursus terpaksa dibatalkan 
dan pendapatan telah terjejas. Bagi tahun 2021, jumlah pulangan daripada kursus yang dikendalikan 
hanya RM210,000 berbanding tahun sebelumnya, di mana hanya persidangan WTC2020 sahaja telah 
menghasilkan pendapatan RM3.3 juta. Dengan penggabungan operasi kedua-dua syarikat itu pada tahun 
2021, kos pemberhentian pekerja mengikut undang-undang juga dibayar. Selain kos kakitangan berjumlah 
kira-kira RM470,000, terdapat juga perbelanjaan sewa dan pentadbiran lain yang ditanggung. Bagi tahun 
2022, pihak pengurusan membentangkan bajet sebanyak RM1.2 juta dan diharap aktiviti yang dirancang 
yang bakal membawa keuntungan RM180,000 akan dapat direalisasikan.

IEM Academy kini dalam keadaan dorman dan dalam proses penyelesaian akaun. Langkah-langkah 
sedang diambil untuk mendapatkan rebat cukai yang terlebih bayar tetapi ini tiada kaitan dengan WTC2020.

Sementara itu, bagi cukai yang telah terlebih bayar untuk WTC2020 berjumlah kira-kira RM1 juta, pihak 
pengurusan telah berjumpa dengan LHDN dan memberikan maklumat tambahan yang dikehendaki. MAT 
dimaklumkan bahawa usaha untuk mendapatkan kembali cukai terlebih bayar itu masih diteruskan.

MAT juga dimaklumkan bahawa dari segi geran dari MYCEB, mereka telah memaklumkan IEM bahawa 
IEM tidak perlu membuat bayaran balik untuk geran yang diberikan oleh mereka berjumlah RM165,000. 
Pembayaran balik geran tersebut pada asalnya perlu dibuat kerana WTC2020 sepatutnya dianjurkan 
secara fizikal dan bukan secara maya.

Yang DiPertua juga memaklumkan MAT bahawa penggabungan operasi kedua-dua anak syarikat itu 
adalah supaya tenaga kerja tidak terlalu ramai di samping pengurangan duplikasi bisnes dan seterusnya 
mengurangkan kos operasi.

6.8.2 Ir. Yeoh Hak Koon (M15203) mempersoalkan bahawa terdapat percanggahan dari segi laporan dalam 
slaid di mana pendapatan direkodkan sebagai RM5 juta tetapi pada muka surat 158 laporan tahunan, 
jumlah pendapatan yang direkodkan adalah berbeza.
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Yang DiPertua menjelaskan bahawa jumlah yang dinyatakan di muka surat 158 tidak termasuk pendapatan 
daripada Perkhidmatan Institusi dan Sewa. Ir. Fam Yew Hin seterusnya menjelaskan bahawa pendapatan 
yang dinyatakan di muka surat 158 berjumlah RM3,461,181 perlu ditambahkan dengan Pendapatan Sewa 
dari muka surat 178 berjumlah RM792,441 dan pendapatan Perkhidmatan Institusi di muka surat 158 
berjumlah RM785,512.

6.8.3 Ir. Ho Choon Kwang (M17178) bertanya tentang yuran keahlian yang dihapus sebanyak 4.7%. Bendahari 
Kehormat memaklumkan bahawa yuran keahlian yang tertunggak akan dihapuskan sebagai hutang lapuk 
jika tidak diterima selepas setahun. Namun, bila ahli tersebut kembali untuk aktifkan keahliannya, yuran 
tertunggak yang dibayar akan diletak dalam kategori yang berbeza. Praktis IEM selama ini adalah jika ada 
ahli yang masih tidak membayar yuran keahlian mereka lebih daripada setahun, IEM akan menghapus kira 
jumlah tertunggak itu sebagai hutang lapuk.

6.8.4 Ir. Thayala Rajah (M03717) memaklumkan bahawa perbelanjaan Bahagian Jurutera Muda (YES) tidak 
dikongsi dalam pembentangan akaun itu. Bendahari Kehormat memaklumkan bahawa maklumat yang 
dikongsikan dalam pembentangan serta laporan tahunan bercetak adalah ringkasan prestasi kewangan.  
Butiran terperinci tidak dapat dimasukkan dan ini termasuk perbelanjaan oleh semua Jawatankuasa 
dan Bahagian Teknikal. Namun begitu, mana-mana ahli yang ingin mendapatkan maklumat boleh 
minta maklumat tersebut secara bertulis kepada IEM. Bagaimanapun, untuk ringkasan Pendapatan dan 
Perbelanjaan untuk YES, para ahli boleh merujuk kepada muka surat 181 dalam laporan tahunan.

Oleh kerana tiada soalan lanjut daripada ahli yang hadir secara fisikal mahupun atas talian, Dato’ Ir. Dr. 
Ahmad Anuar Othman (F13148) mencadangkan penerimaan Penyata Kewangan IEM bagi tahun berakhir 
31 Disember 2021. Usul itu disokong oleh  Ir. Prof. Dr. Tan Chee Fai (F18343). MAT kemudiannya 
mengesahkan penerimaan Penyata Kewangan tersebut.

7.0 PENYATA KEWANGAN DANA PENDIDIKAN – 31 DISEMBER 2021

Bendahari Kehormat kemudiannya meneruskan laporan Penyata Kewangan Dana Pendidikan bagi tahun 
berakhir 31 Disember 2021 dari mukasurat 186 hingga mukasurat 195.

7.1 MAT dimaklumkan bahawa sumbangan yang diterima berjumlah RM35,727 pada tahun 2021 berbanding 
RM55,826 pada tahun 2020.

7.2 Bendahari Kehormat melaporkan bahawa dalam perbelanjaan, biasiswa yang diberikan pada tahun 2021 
adalah RM42,000.

7.3 MAT juga dimaklumkan bahawa secara keseluruhan, Dana Pendidkan mencatatkan deficit RM7,746 
berbanding lebihan RM11,964 pada tahun 2020. Bagi tahun 2021, Dana Pendidikan dapat mematuhi 
peraturan perbelanjaan 50% yang diwajibkan oleh Lembaga Hasil Dalam Negeri (LHDN) bagi Akaun yang 
Dikecualikan Cukai.

7.4 Bagi kedudukan kewangan keseluruhan Dana Pendidikan, MAT mengambil maklum terdapat kenaikan 
sebanyak 1% bagi deposit tetap, tunai dalam bank dan tunai runcit berjumlah RM1,881,493 manakala 
Dana Terkumpul ialah RM2,548,406 yang mencatatkan peurunan sebanyak 0.3% berbanding dengan 
2020.

Oleh kerana tiada soalan daripada pihak ahli,  Ir. Yap Soon Hoe (F04086) mencadangkan penerimaan 
penyata kewangan Dana Pendidikan bagi tahun berakhir 31 Disember 2021 dan usul itu disokong oleh  Ir. 
Lee Cheng Pay (M36663). MAT kemudiannya menerima penyata kewangan Dana Pendidikan tersebut.

8.0 PERBINCANGAN ISU BERTULIS YANG DITERIMA DARIPADA AHLI

8.1 Isu 1
Yang DiPertua IEM tidak seharusnya menjadi antara orang yang dicalonkan daripada IEM, untuk 
dipertimbangkan bagi lima jawatan dalam Lembaga Jurutera Malaysia (BEM) sebagai wakil IEM; Ini 
disebabkan sekiranya terdapat sebarang isu/keputusan yang dibuat di BEM yang memudaratkan 
IEM*, maka Yang DiPertua IEM akan mempunyai kelonggaran untuk menguatkuasakan barisan 
pertahanan kedua semasa perbincangan samada di Excomm atau Majlis IEM – untuk isu/keputusan 
yang dibuat di BEM untuk dibincangkan/dirundingkan dengan BEM di peringkat Yang DiPertua 
kedua-dua organisasi, atau di peringkat Institusi.
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*  ini adalah di atas andaian bahawa walaupun terdapat lima wakil yang hadir di BEM (dengan hak 
mengundi di BEM), undian majoriti di peringkat BEM mungkin masih tidak memihak kepada IEM.

Ir. Dr. Teo Fang Yenn (F26373), ahli yang telah menghantar isu tersebut, telah dijemput untuk 
membentangkan isu beliau kepada MAT.

Ir. Dr. Teo memaklumkan MAT bahawa isu yang dibangkitkan itu bukan bertujuan untuk mempersoalkan 
Yang DiPertua,  Mantan-mantan Yang DiPertua atau  Yang DiPertua akan datang mengenai pengendalian 
semua isu berkaitan IEM di peringkat BEM. Malah, beliau ingin mengucapkan syabas kepada mereka 
kerana berjaya mengekalkan hubungan baik dengan BEM serta organisasi profesional lain. Resolusi yang 
dikemukakan adalah untuk menjamin dan melindungi kedudukan IEM. Beliau berpendapat bahawa Yang 
DiPertua adalah wakil tertinggi IEM jadi seharusnya tidak termasuk dalam kalangan ahli yang dicalonkan 
untuk dipertimbangkan untuk jawatan dalam BEM atas alasan yang disebutkan. Beliau juga menekankan 
bahawa “conflict of interest” juga merupakan salah satu kebimbangan. Beliau membangkitkan isu ini 
dalam MAT supaya perkara itu boleh dibincangkan secara terbuka dan mungkin perlu untuk menubuhkan 
Jawatankuasa Kecil yang diketuai oleh salah seorang Mantan Yang DiPertua untuk membincangkan 
perkara itu untuk masa depan IEM.

Yang DiPertua telah berkongsi pengalaman beliau semasa berkhidmat dalam Lembaga BEM di mana beliau 
dapat membina hubungan yang lebih erat dengan lebih banyak penglibatan secara langsung di peringkat 
BEM.  Beliau berpendapat penglibatan itu sememangnya akan membantu IEM dalam memperjuangkan 
isu-isu tertentu.

Hubungan rapat dan penglibatan dengan ahli Lembaga BEM adalah sangat berkesan dalam mengetengahkan 
isu-isu penting bagi IEM. Beliau memilih isu IETA dan AIET di mana IEM telah diluluskan untuk mewakili 
negara dalam menandatangani kedua-dua perjanjian tersebut. Beliau dan Mantan Yang DiPertua telah 
melakukan banyak usaha untuk melibatkan Presiden dan ahli-ahli Lembaga BEM untuk membenarkan 
IEM menandatangani kedua-dua perjanjian ini. Tanpa hubungan rapat, beliau rasa sekadar pertemuan 
dengan orang yang tidak dikenali dalam sesuatu perbincangan, keputusannya mungkin tidak begitu 
menggalakkan. Yang DiPertua IEM yang berkhidmat dalam Lembaga BEM juga boleh membentangkan 
pendapat/kebimbangan IEM semasa keputusan sedang dibuat oleh BEM.  Ini akan menjaga manfaat IEM.

Yang DiPertua juga mengetengahkan isu mengenai Pindaan Peraturan 34 berkenaan pembukaan 
pemilikan ECP. Beliau memaklumkan MAT bahawa semasa perbincangan di peringkat Lembaga BEM, 
semua wakil IEM telah mempertahankan suara ahli-ahli IEM tanpa mengira pendapat wakil itu sendiri. 
Sebagai Yang DiPertua IEM yang menganggotai Lembaga BEM, beliau juga akan berkongsi kebimbangan 
para ahli IEM dengan Lembaga BEM. Memandangkan isu ini belum dibincangkan di peringkat Majlis atau 
Excomm, Yang DiPertua mencadangkan isu ini dibawa ke Majlis dan Excomm untuk perbincangan yang 
lebih lanjut.

Ir. Razmahwata bin Mohamad Razalli (F17029) menyoal samada perkara ini adalah usul untuk resolusi 
dari MAT. Yang DiPertua memaklumkan bahawa isu ini hanya kebimbangan se-seorang ahli untuk 
perbincangan MAT. Ir. Razmahwata juga mangatakan bahawa sebagai ahli biasa, beliau merasakan isu 
ini lebih sesuai diputuskan oleh Excomm kerana mereka adalah pihak yang terlibat secara aktif dengan 
BEM dan semua badan-badan yang lain. Beliau berpendapat isu ini tidak perlu dibincangkan lebih lanjut 
dalam MAT.

Academician Tan Sri Ir. Prof. Em. Dr. Chuah Hean Teik memaklumkan MAT bahawa isu samada Yang 
DiPertua IEM patut berkhidmat dalam Lembaga BEM bukanlah isu baharu. Cadangan yang sama telah 
diamalkan oleh Datuk Ir. Prof. Dr. Ow Chee Sheng yang tidak mengemukakan nama beliau sebagai calon 
dalam pemilihan wakil IEM untuk berkhidmat dalam Lembaga BEM semasa beliau menjadi Yang DiPertua.  
Beliau berpendapat yang sama bahawa beliau kemudiannya boleh membincangkan isu-isu penting dalam 
peringkat Presiden dengan Presiden.

Academician Tan Sri Ir. Prof. Em. Dr. Chuah berpendapat bahawa samada Yang DiPertua patut berkhidmat 
dalam Lembaga BEM akan memberi manfaat kepada IEM bergantung kepada se-seorang individu; samada 
beliau mempunyai kemahiran yang cukup persuasif dan boleh bergaul dengan ahli Lembaga BEM yang 
lain untuk mencapai sesuatu untuk IEM.

Beliau bagaimanapun berpendapat bahawa perkara itu perlu dibincangkan dengan lebih lanjut di Excomm 
dan Council untuk mara ke hadapan. Beliau menekankan bahawa MAT tidak seharusnya membuat 
keputusan kerana keadaan boleh berubah dan MAT tidak seharusnya membuat keputusan yang akan 
menghalang Yang DiPertua di masa hadapan. Selagi wakil itu boleh membawa dirinya dengan baik, ia 
akan membawa manfaat kepada IEM.
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Ir. Mohd Aman bin Hj. Idris (F02176) memaklumkan bahawa beliau telah membangkitkan isu yang 
sama dalam Excomm beberapa tahun lalu dan keputusannya adalah untuk Yang DiPertua terkini untuk 
memutuskan samada beliau ingin berkhidmat dalam Lembaga BEM. Beliau juga menegaskan bahawa 
selain IEM, Presiden ACEM dan Presiden MySET juga berada dalam Lembaga BEM. Beliau turut 
mengulas bahawa memandangkan ahli yang membangkitkan isu itu adalah dari Excomm, adalah wajar 
beliau membangkitkannya di Excomm dan jika beliau merasakan Excomm terlalu kecil, beliau boleh 
membangkitkannya di Majlis.

Dato’ Paduka Ir. Hj. Keizrul bin Abdullah memaklumkan bahawa beliau telah lama berkhidmat dalam 
BEM dan banyak kali mewakili IEM dalam pelbagai jawatan. Beliau merasakan adalah penting bagi Yang 
DiPertua IEM untuk berada dalam Lembaga BEM. Jika beliau berada dalam Lembaga BEM, beliau boleh 
memperjuangkan matlamat IEM dan dengan itu tidak memerlukan barisan pertahanan kedua.

Ir. Tu Yong Eng (M15448) menegaskan bahawa untuk mempunyai hubungan rapat, Yang DiPertua tidak 
perlu berada dalam Lembaga BEM dan masih boleh mempunyai hubungan Presiden dengan Presiden.

Dato’ Ir. Lim Chow Hock mengulas bahawa ia harus menjadi keputusan Yang DiPertua terkini samada 
beliau patut berada dalam Lembaga BEM. Beliau mencadangkan mandat diberikan kepada Majlis dan 
Excomm untuk memutuskan perkara ini.

MAT bersetuju mandat diberikan kepada Excomm/Majlis untuk membincangkan perkara ini.

8.2 Isu 2
IEM hendaklah mengekalkan piawaian penilaian dan peperiksaan untuk Jurutera Profesional 
Malaysia. Kehidupan, keselamatan, kesihatan dan kebajikan orang awam adalah bergantung kepada 
pertimbangan kejuruteraan, keputusan dan amalan yang dijalankan oleh Jurutera Profesional. Oleh 
itu, gelaran dan pengiktirafan Jurutera Profesional hanya boleh diberikan kepada jurutera yang 
cekap dari segi teknikal.

Status Jurutera Profesional Malaysia telah lama diiktiraf di peringkat antarabangsa. IEM sebagai 
penandatangan perjanjian IPEA/APEC, telah bekerja keras untuk mempromosikan Jurutera 
Profesional Malaysia di peringkat antarabangsa dan membolehkan mobiliti antarabangsa untuk 
jurutera latihan kami.

IEM hendaklah memastikan keperluan berikut dalam penilaian PEng semasa di Malaysia bukan 
sahaja dikekalkan, malah dipertingkatkan.

(i) Laporan teknikal. Ini adalah dokumen yang sangat penting kerana ia akan 
membentangkan salah satu projek kejuruteraan pemohon secara terperinci (lengkap 
dengan pengiraan reka bentuk, spesifikasi dan lukisan).

(ii) Keperluan minimum untuk mencerminkan tapak kejuruteraan dan pengalaman reka 
bentuk. Ini juga merupakan kriteria penting kerana ia mengukur jangkaan minimum 
seorang jurutera siswazah dalam mengamalkan kejuruteraan sebagai pilihan kerjaya 
sebelum memohon untuk menjadi Jurutera Profesional.

(iii) Peperiksaan bertulis teknikal. Keperluan ini menetapkan standard kecekapan dalam 
menyampaikan pemikiran dan idea kepakaran teknikal melalui bentuk bertulis dengan 
cara yang jelas, tepat dan ringkas.

Pembuangan, penggantian atau pencairan keperluan ini akan membawa implikasi ke atas standard 
Jurutera Profesional Malaysia. Kita perlu memastikan bahawa hanya jurutera yang cekap dari segi 
teknikal dan mematuhi etika profesional layak mendapat gelaran dan pengiktirafan PEng. Jika 
tidak, dalam jangkamasa panjang, kita akan kehilangan kedudukan antarabangsa dan mobiliti 
untuk jurutera kita.

Pencadang isu tersebut, Ir. Wong Chee Fui (F20903) telah dijemput untuk membentangkan isu tersebut.

Ir. Wong memberitahu MAT bahawa berdasarkan webinar yang dijalankan oleh BEM, terdapat perubahan 
yang agak drastik dalam “Outcome Based PAE” seperti laporan teknikal tidak lagi diperlukan dan esei 
teknikal digantikan dengan pembentangan sendiri oleh calon. Beliau mengakui bahawa IEM telah 
bekerjasama rapat dengan Kumpulan Kerja BEM dalam perkara ini tetapi ingin isu tersebut direkodkan 
supaya akan terdapat tindakan susulan untuk mengekalkan integriti dan pengiktirafan Jurutera Profesional.
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Yang DiPertua menjelaskan bahawa beberapa syarat baru telah diumumkan secara mengejut yang 
mengejutkan semua orang dan IEM telah menulis kepada BEM mengenai isu itu serta mengadakan 
beberapa pertemuan dengan Kumpulan Kerja untuk menyampaikan kebimbangan IEM. Beliau 
memaklumkan bahawa sebaik sahaja dimaklumkan mengenai kandungan webinar BEM pada 25 Februari, 
beliau telah meminta Kumpulan Kerja IEM untuk meneliti isu tersebut. IEM telah menulis surat kepada 
BEM dan menganjurkan bahawa laporan teknikal dan esei perlu disertakan untuk memastikan standard 
minimum dikekalkan. Disebabkan hubungan baik dengan Presiden BEM, Yang DiPertua dan Timbalan 
Yang DiPertua telah bertemu dengan beliau pada 1 April untuk menyampaikan isu tersebut dan Presiden 
BEM telah setuju dengan kebimbangan tersebut.

Susulan dari perjumpaan tersebut, satu mesyuarat bersama telah diatur antara wakil IEM dan Kumpulan 
Kerja BEM pada 8hb April dan IEM dimaklumkan bahawa laporan Latihan & Pengalaman akan dinamakan 
semula sebagai Laporan Teknikal dengan keperluan aspek teknikal dan juga keperluan minimum untuk 
disiplin utama. Ia juga dipersetujui untuk membentuk Kumpulan Kerja untuk menghasilkan piawaian 
minimum bagi setiap disiplin. IEM juga meminta nota penerangan disemak semula untuk mencerminkan 
apa yang telah dipersetujui dan esei teknikal hanya akan dikecualikan jika calon mendapat sekurang-
kurangnya 3 mata semasa temu duga lisan. Beliau menambah bahawa IEM akan terus meneruskan isu ini 
dan memberi jaminan kepada MAT, bahawa Majlis dan Excomm juga ingin mengekalkan standard Jurutera 
Profesional. Memandangkan Jurutera Profesional juga merupakan syarat kemasukan untuk Daftar APEC 
dan IntPE untuk Malaysia, terdapat keperluan untuk memastikan pematuhan kepada piawaian yang setara 
dan IEM akan terus membuat tindakan susulan mengenai perkara ini.

Ir. Lee Meng Chiat (F11358) berpendapat bahawa untuk konsistensi, “Outcome Based PAE” dan “Outcome 
Based PI” sepatutnya sama. Laporan Teknikal diperlukan untuk calon menunjukkan pengetahuan 
kejuruteraan teknikalnya dalam kategori kecekapan A dan B. Esei teknikal kemudiannya adalah untuk 
menyemak samada calon PI benar-benar telah melakukan apa yang dinyatakan dalam dokumen mereka. 
Adalah tidak wajar untuk menjadikan laporan teknikal dan esei teknikal tidak perlu untuk “Outcome Based 
PAE”. Mengenai isu pengguguran kategori kompetensi E, beliau menekankan bahawa kategori kompetensi 
E bukan hanya untuk penilaian kod etika, malah ada elemen lain. Beliau meminta pihak HQ mengkaji 
semula isu tersebut dengan BEM.

Ir. Lee Meng Chiat (F11358) menyatakan pendapat beliau bahawa untuk konsistensi, “Outcome Based 
PAE” yang baru” dan “Outcome Based PI” sepatutnya sama. Laporan Teknikal diperlukan untuk calon 
membuktikan pengetahuan kejuruteraan teknikalnya dalam kategori kecekapan A dan B. Esei teknikal 
kemudiannya adalah untuk menyemak samada calon tersebut adalah untuk memberi penjelasan bahawa 
mereka benar-benar telah melakukan apa yang ditulis dalam dokumen mereka. Beliau sambung bahawa 
adalah tidak wajar untuk keluarkan laporan teknikal dan esei teknikal daripada “Outcome Based PAE”. 
Mengenai isu pengguguran kategori kompetensi E, beliau menekankan bahawa kategori kompetensi E 
bukan hanya untuk penilaian kod etika, malah ada elemen lain. Beliau meminta ibu pejabat mengkaji 
semula isu tersebut dengan BEM.

Yang DiPertua mengucapkan terima kasih di atas keperihatinan beliau dan memberi jaminan bahawa IEM 
akan terus mengemukakan kebimbangan tersebut kepada BEM.

9.0 PENGUMUMAN KEPUTUSAN e-BALLOTING MAJLIS BAGI SESI 2022/2023

Yang DiPertua seterusnya menjemput Pegawai Pemilihan, Y.Bhg. Dato’ Paduka Ir. (Dr.) Hj. Keizrul 
Abdullah untuk mengumumkan keputusan pemilihan bagi sesi 2022/2023.  

Y.Bhg. Dato’ Paduka Ir. (Dr.) Hj. Keizrul Abdullah memaklumkan MAT bahawa IEM telah memperkenalkan 
“Electronic Balloting system (e-Ballot)” buat kali pertama semasa pemilihan untuk sesi 2020/2021.  
Sebagai langkah menambahbaikan e-Ballot tersebut, IEM telah menjalankan tinjauan bagi mendapatkan 
maklumbalas daripada para ahli tentang kelemahan dan penambaikan yang perlu. Berdasarkan 
maklumbalas teersebut, IEM will membaiki serta mempertingkatkan ciri-ciri atau kandungan tertentu 
sistem tersebut namun penambahbaikan masih akan berterusan. Bagaimanapun, para  ahli masih boleh 
menghantar cadangan mereka untuk diteliti dan Pegawai Pemilihan mengambil kesempatan untuk 
mengucapkan terima kasih kepada ahli-ahli yang telah memberikan maklum balas mereka melalui tinjauan.

Mengenai Pemilihan Majlis untuk sesi 2022/2023, proses pemilihan bermula dengan pengumuman 
pencalonan jawatan Timbalan Yang DiPertua yang telah ditutup pada 30 Oktober 2021 dan seterusnya 
pencalonan untuk jawatan-jawatan Majlis yang lain yang ditutup pada 27 Disember 2021.
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9.1 Yang DiPertua

Y.Bhg. Dato’ Paduka Ir. (Dr.) Hj. Keizrul Abdullah memaklumkan MAT bahawa berdasarkan Seksyen 
5.2 Undang-undang Kecil IEM, Timbalan Yang DiPertua, Ir. Prof. Dr. Norlida binti Buniyamin, sebagai 
Yang DiPertua Terpilih akan mengambil alih jawatan Yang DiPertua untuk sesi 2022/2023 dan 2023/2024 
dengan tamatnya tempoh penjawatan penyandang Yang DiPertua, Ir. Ong Ching Loon pada MAT hari itu.

3.1 Five Council and thirteen monthly Executive Committee (Excomm) meetings were held during the session to 
look into the management of the properties and affairs of the Institution.

3.3 In the session 2021/2022, the Council set up the Task Force on IEM Properties was set up under the 
chairmanship of Y.Bhg. Dato’ Paduka Ir. Hj. Keizrul bin Abdullah to look into enablers for Branches to be 
allowed ownership of the property purchased through their own fund-raising efforts.  A legal firm was engaged 
to look into the legal issues and the Task Force is still finalizing their proposal which will then be presented to 
the Council for deliberation.

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Further to the advice from the lawyers, the Task Force presented their recommendation that Branches are 
allowed to own properties. Council at their 430th meeting held on 21 March 2022 decided that Branches will be 
allowed to properties subject to fulfilling the conditions set by Council. 

  3.4 A Sub Committee under the chairmanship of IEM Honorary Secretary was also formed by Excomm to look into 
the issue of Climate Change.  The Terms of Reference of the Sub Committee is as follows:

- To discuss and decide how IEM can assist the nation, region and world in mitigating climate change;
- To propose and execute initiatives and activities that could create awareness about climate change and 

reduce its impacts;
- To align with and work towards Sustainable Development Goal 13 (SDG13) of United Nations in combating 

climate change and its impacts

3.5 I must also express a vote of thanks to the various members who may not have served on the above Committees, 
but voluntarily served as IEM representatives to the various government bodies and organisations.

4 STANDING COMMITTEE ON FINANCE

4.1 The role of the Standing Committee chaired by the Deputy President, Ir. Prof. Dr. Jeffrey Chiang Choong Luin 
is to conduct the financial management of the properties and affairs of the IEM. Regular meetings were held 
every 3rd Thursday of the month. 

4.2 Main Sources of Income

4.2.1     Annual Subscription

IEM continue to depend largely on the collection of members’ annual subscriptions to finance its 
operating expenditure.  For the year 2022, income from annual subscriptions stood at approximately 
61.2% of the total income compared to 57.8% in 2021, 65.8% in 2020, 70% in 2019, 65% in 2018 and 
51% in 2017.  

In accordance with the Bylaws, reminders to members on their annual subscription payments were 
sent out by the Institution.  For the year 2022, 86.2% of the members had settled their subscriptions 
by the end of the year.  IEM wish to thank all members who had promptly settled their subscriptions.

As at the end of the financial year 2022, 3,036 members are in arrears of subscription for 2022 
compared to 3,036 in 2021.  The total outstanding collection for the year amounted to RM411,580 
compared to RM444,408 in 2021.  

4.2.2     Rental

Wisma IEM continue to be rented out to generate income. Merdeka Strategic Development Centre Sdn 
Bhd’s rental of the first and second fIoor of Wisma IEM was renewed for another two years. Rental rate 
was increased by 10% since January 2022 as provided for in the agreement.  Another tenant, EJAB 
Engineering Sdn Bhd took about about 1,000sf of space at first fIoor of Wisma IEM for two years up 
to 2023.  

The ground fIoor of Bangunan Ingenieur continue to be rented out to Pizza Hut at a monthly rental of 
RM15,995.30.  Pizza Hut’s tenancy was renewed in November 2022 for another three years.  However, 
again due to the pandemic, Excomm had accepted their appeal to maintain the rental rate for the first 
year of the term. This will nevertheless be reviewed at the end of 2023.
  

4.2.3     Activities Income

In view of the country moving into the endemic stage last year, some of the IEM’s activities had 
reverted to physical. Nevertheless, to benefit members outside of Klang Valley, some of the important 
or interesting courses/talks are arranged either virtually or via hybrid mode.

The Technical Divisions generated income of RM570,377 for the year 2022. For the year 2021, income 
generated by the Technical Divisions was RM392,000 while in 2020, the Technical Divisions generated 
RM181,583. The Standing Committee on Finance wish to thank the Technical Divisions for their efforts.

4.2.4     Diversification of Income Streams

In an effort to reduce IEM’s dependency on annual subscriptions, the Standing Committee embarked 
on an initiative to look into diversification of IEM’s income streams. Three possible new income streams 
were identified namely:
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(i) Organising an annual IEM/Engineering Exhibition
(ii) Providing advertising opportunities to generate more income for IEM
(iii) Sale of Publications
	
IEM entered into a partnership with exhibition organizer, CIS Network Sdn Bhd to organize an annual 
IEM Convention in 2020 for a five-year period. However, due to the pandemic, the inaugural exhibition 
could only be held in March 2022. This convention comprised of an engineering exhibition cutting 
across all disciplines under one roof and will bring a confirmed annual income of at least RM200,000 
to IEM. The Convention is scheduled from 6-9 September 2023 at Kuala Lumpur Convention Centre. 
Besides the exhibition, IEM will be showcasing six other symposiums organized by the IEM Technical 
Divisions.

On the sale of Publications, three sets of Guidelines which are currently on sale:

•	  IEM Guideline on Testing and Commissioning of Fire Protection Systems
•	  IEM Guideline on Flood Abatement Equipment – Engineering Guide of Designation, Testing and 

Documentation
•	  IEM Guidelines on the Prevention and Control of Dengue

These guidelines are now available for sale and members can check with IEM Secretariat for more 
information.

In addition, IEM will be embarking on providing videos on interesting talks that IEM had conducted for 
members or the public to subscribe to via IEM Youtube Channel. This initiative is in the final stages of 
preparation.
  

4.3 Administrative Expenses

In order to control expenses and at the same time, provide adequate services to members, the Standing 
Committee implements strict but effective budgetary control measures. Total expenses incurred in 2022 is 
RM491,701 compared to RM561,219 in 2021, RM659,959 in 2020 and RM1,124,845 in 2019. As a lot of 
activities did not proceed in 2020 and 2021 due to the pandemic, spending was managed prudently so as to 
ensure IEM is able to sustain itself as income was also affected. 

4.4 Sub Committee on Human Resources

The Sub Committee chaired by the Honorary Secretary, Ir. Prof. Dr. Zuhaina Zakaria continued to look into 
the recruitment and deployment of staff for the Secretariat. Meetings were regularly held to deal with matters 
relating to Human Resource of Secretariat. As at 31 December 2022, the Secretariat’s staff strength is still 
maintained at 39 including three staff under the International Office that is financed by AER, FEIAP and APEC 
Engineers Register. 

For the year 2022, Mr. Loo Weng Soon received his Long Service Award for serving twenty-five years in IEM.  

4.5 Sub Committee on IEM Infrastructure 

The Sub Committee chaired by the Honorary Treasurer, Ir. Dr. Lee Yun Fook continued to monitor the 
maintenance and renovation of Bangunan Ingenieur and Wisma IEM. The function of the Sub Committee 
also covered managing the usage of the meeting rooms, security system of IEM, fire protection, electrical 
installations, ICT computerisation and networking, general facilities, etc. For the year 2022, the Sub Committee 
continued to look into improving the internet facilities for IEM to conduct webinars and virtual meetings as well 
as the physical condition of the buildings in view that physical activities will resume.

The Sub Committee is also looking into various proposals such as installation of photovoltaic panels and 
rainwater harvesting facilities as IEM continues to promote sustainability. 

The Standing Committee acknowledges that there are still some shortcomings to the facilities and will continue 
to look into further improvement within the constraints of the Institution’s finance. IEM had launched the UpLIFE 
Fundraising Campaign on 16 February 2022, to raise funds for improvement to the IEM buildings but it is 
regrettable that support was not forthcoming and only RM25,000 managed to be collected. The Sub Committee 
will continue to pursue this avenue to solicit funds to improve the two buildings.      

4.6 Sub Committee on IEM IT Infrastructure

Ir. Guansagaran Kristnan continued to chair this Sub Committee tasked to look into the IT Infrastructure of 
IEM. The Sub Committee is still reviewing the contract of the vendor for IEM portal. A road map to move 
the IEM portal to cloud is being prepared. The Sub Committee is also working with the Technical Divisions 
to look into providing videos of past webinars for members to view online. In addition, the Sub Committee 
is providing advice to the IEMGo Sub Committee to look into adding more features to the mobile app for 
members’ convenience.

The main role of this Standing Committee was to scrutinise applications for candidates applying for election/
admission/transfer to the various grades of membership. This Standing Committee also worked closely with the 
Standing Committee on Examinations and Qualifications in organising awareness talks relating to Corporate 
membership / Professional Engineer and career in engineering.

5.3 Sub-Committee on Membership Applications Board (MAB).

Ir. Dr. Lee Yun Fook chair the Sub-Committee for the fifth session 2022/2023. The Sub-Committee also 
continued its role of vetting and assessing applications for the various grades of membership of the Institution.  
In order to expedite the Professional Interviews for applications received during the pandemic, the Sub 
Committee had initiated online processing of applications by the assessors. This mode was initiated during the 
MCO period as the IEM office had to be closed and the assessors were not able to be present at IEM office to 
vet the applications.

The Sub Committee also initiated online submission of applications for Professional Interview to enable 
candidates to have easier access.

5.3.1     Processing of AER, AAE and IPE/APEC International Engineer Register Applications

The Membership Applications Board’s also vetted and recommended applications from members for 
their Asia-Pacific Economic Co-operation Engineer Register / International Professional Engineers 
Register, ASEAN Engineer, Associate ASEAN Engineer and Associate ASEAN Technologist’s 
membership. The following is the breakdown of applications for these Registers:

5.4 Sub-Committee on Membership Drive and Promotions 

Ir. Prof. Dr. Lau Hieng Ho was appointed as the new Chairman for the Sub-Committee on Membership Drive 
and Promotions (MDP) for session 2022/2023 with the mandate to increase the number of IEM memberships 
by resuming the membership drive activities physically and to build engagement with the IEM Branches and 
Student Sections.

MDP’s representatives continue to conduct talks on topics such as ‘Introduction to IEM’ and ‘Route to MIEM’ 
via webinars as well as physically. The talks also included topics relating to current issues and developments 
in the field of engineering. 
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With the start of the “Transition to Endemic” phase of Covid-19 in April 2022, MDP actively started organizing 
physical membership drive activities since Quarter 2 of year 2022 at numerous Institutions of Higher Learning 
(IHLs) with the objective to build better networking with the students. Throughout the year, MDP managed to 
conduct physical membership recruitment at 8 universities and 1 polytechnic.

Other than membership drive recruitment activities, MDP also participated as exhibitor at external events with 
the objective of raising awareness and creating interest in IEM such as ‘Minggu TVET Negara’ in PSA Shah 
Alam, Rail Technology Expo (RTX 2022), Mini Carnival in KL Sentral and International Conference (ICoGOIA 
’22) in Melaka.

During the ENGINEER Convention that was held at Kuala Lumpur Convention Centre, in March 2022, IEM 
signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with the Association of Malaysia Airlines Licensed Aircraft 
Engineer (AMALAE). The signing ceremony was witnessed by Y.Bhg. Datuk Ir. Haji Mohamad ZulkefIy bin 
Sulaiman (Director General, JKR) and Y.Bhg. Dato’ Sri Azharuddin Abdul Rahman (Former Director-General, 
DCA).

On the 6 September 2022, IEM and Xiamen University Malaysia penned an MoU to jointly promote the 
engineering community and academia Industry-university cooperation in the world to create a platform for 
enhancing professional capabilities. This was followed with a membership recruitment drive on 3 October 2022 
at the campus where a total of 63 students applied for student membership.

5.5 Sub Committee on IEM Log Book Training Scheme

The Sub-Committee was chaired by Ir. Mohd Azha bin Abu Samah for session 2022/2023. The primary 
responsibilities of the Sub-Committee were to assess and confirm the logbooks prepared by the mentees 
after being reviewed and endorsed by their respective mentors. The logbooks were prepared to record 
and document the competency elements’ progress and practical working experience of the mentees 
during their career as an engineer. It is also to ensure that the experience obtained can lead the engineer 
to accumulate adequate competency elements, experience, and readiness to sit for the Professional 
Interview. The logbooks are to be in conformance to the requirements of the IEM’s Engineering Competency 
Development (ECD) Guidelines. A total of eighty (80) logbooks were reviewed and recommended for 
endorsement by the Chairman of the Standing Committee Admission and Practical Training (APT) in 2022.

The Sub-Committee also continued to conduct various activities as part of their effort to revamp the Mentor-
Mentee programme’s quality in IEM. The activities recorded are as follows:

(a) Engagement Sessions
ECD conducted two (2) Webinars entitled Webinar Talk on ECD Engagement Session - Route to 
Professional Engineer which was organized on 19 March 2022 and 16 July 2022. Another two (2) 
e-Workshops entitled Virtual ECD Workshop-Route to Professional Engineer was organized on 9 April 
2022 and 15 October 2022.

For the year 2022, ECD also collaborated with the Young Engineers Section (YES SB) of IEM Southern 
Branch to conduct a One Day Course on How to Become a Professional Engineer (Ir.) on 8 January 
2022. The course was conducted virtually.

(b) IEM’s Top Mentor Award 2021
The Sub-Committee continue to organise this award as part of the effort to recognize mentor’s contribution 
to the organization. This is an event where mentees can nominate their mentor to be recognized as top 
mentor in the IEM.

Radzi Salleh continued to chair the Special Committee on Structured Training for session 2022/2023 
for the eighth session. The purpose of the Structured Training programme was to assist the graduate members/
engineers who lacked design experience to gain the relevant experience to enable them to be eligible to sit for 
the Outcome Based Professional Interview.

The Search Committee on Civil Engineering continued to conduct structured training courses for the year 2022 
as follows:

(a) 7-Saturday Course on Geotechnical Engineering Design
This course was conducted via Hybrid mode from 4 December 2021 - 19 February 2022

(b) 4-Saturday Course on Project Management Construction Practice Engineering Design 
This course was conducted via physical attendance from 26 February 2022 - 10 April 2022

(c) 8-Saturday Course on Structural Engineering Design (Hybrid course)
This course was conducted via Hybrid mode from 18 June 2022 - 27 August 2022

In addition to the above, the Special Committee is planning to conduct structured training programmes for the 
other engineering disciplines as well in the year 2023.

5.8 Engineering Technologist and Technician Sub Committee (ETSC)

Ir. Ricky Liew was appointed as the Chairman of Engineering Technologist and Technician Sub-Committee 
(ETSC) for the session 2022/2023. In order to get more representatives from IEM Branches to serve as speakers 
to promote the new membership grades, ETSC conducted its first virtual Speaker’s Training programme on 13 
August 2022 while the second Speaker’s Training programme which was a joint programme with the MDP was 
held on 17 December 2022.

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ETSC had also organized several industrial talks and webinar for universities such as MAHSA, 
UniMAP, and UTHM.

ETSC also conducted physical talks and recruitment drives with other industry as well such as FirefIy 
Airlines in September 2022 and Malaysia Airlines in November 2022.

Moving forward, ETSC will continue to organise physical talks and membership recruitment drives with 
universities, colleges, and industry players to promote IEM Engineering Technologist and Engineering 
Technician membership. In addition, the Committee is also looking into organizing several industry 
talks by inviting the industry players to IEM.

6. STANDING COMMITTEE ON EXAMINATIONS AND QUALIFICATIONS 

6.1 Ir. Hj. Mohd Aman bin Haji Idris continued to chair the Standing Committee for the session 2022/2023.  The 
primary responsibility of this Standing Committee was to conduct all examinations of the Institution and to 
assess qualifications of applicants or institutions of learning as may be required from time to time. 

In addition, the Standing Committee was to regulate the professional interviews as well as working closely with 
the Engineering Accreditation Council (EAC) on the accreditation of the Engineering Degree programmes.  
This Standing Committee also works with Engineering Technology Accreditation Council (ETAC) on the 
accreditation of the Diploma/Degree in Engineering Technology programmes.

6.2 Professional Interview Board
 
Ir. Arul Hisham bin Abdul Rahim was re-appointed as the Chairman of the PI Board for the session 2022/2023.  
The main responsibility of the Professional Interview Board is to co-ordinate the outcome based professional 
interviews held at the Head Office as well as the IEM Branches. 

The Professional Interview Board also conducts the Professional Assessment Examination (PAE) on behalf 
of BEM.  

The PI Board had organized a one-day workshop on Code of Professional Conduct essay amongst 
the Committee members on 29 October 2022. The PI Board is currently looking into revising the Code of 
Professional Conduct essay questions since the last revision of the essay question made in 2011.

6.2.1     Professional Interviews

The results of the professional interviews conducted from January-December 2020 were recorded as

IEM approved a total of two hundred and sixty (260) applications for the Professional Assessment 
Examination (PAE) from the Board of Engineers, Malaysia (BEM) in 2022.  One hundred and twenty 
nine (129) candidates passed whereas thirty five (35) were unsuccessful.

6.3 IEM Accreditation Board

Ir. Prof. Emeritus Dr. Zainal Abidin Ahmad continued to be the Chairman for the IEM Accreditation Board 
for session 2022/2023. The role of the IEM Accreditation Board was to assist the Engineering Accreditation 
Council (EAC). IEM is one of the constituents of the EAC to evaluate local Engineering Degree programmes 
offered by both private and public Institutions of Higher Learning (IHLs) in the country.

The Accreditation Board also took charge of compiling and channeling the reports on the Diploma/Degree 
Engineering Technology programmes for Accreditation/Continuing/Provisional Accreditation from the various 
Institutions of Higher Learning by Engineering Technology Accreditation Council (ETAC) to the Standing 
Committee for information.   

6.4 Sub Committee on Professional Interview Development

The Sub Committee chaired by Ir. Hj. Mohd Aman bin Haji Idris worked closely with the Professional Interview 
Board especially on conducting the Outcome Based Professional Interview workshops for the Candidates as 
well as the Interviewers and Assessors.  The Sub Committee is also responsible to look into further improvement 
to the process and analysing the shortcomings or problems.
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For the year 2022, the Sub Committee had conducted a half-day refresher course for Interviewers on 26 March 
2022 (Saturday) at Wisma IEM, PJ. A total of 45 Interviewers attended the session. The Sub Committee had 
also conducted an Interviewer workshop on 2 July 2022 at Wisma IEM, PJ. 

The Sub Committee also presented talks at various engineering related organisations and government 
agencies namely Tenaga Nasional Berhad (TNB) Integrated Learning Solution Sdn bhd, Malaysia Rail Link 
(MRL), Malaysia Association of Facility Management (MAFM), PETRONAS GTS and Engineering Services 
Division, Ministry of Health.

In addition, the Sub Committee had jointly organised an online discussion with all IEM Branches concerning 
PI matters together with the PI Board. The IEM Branches took the opportunity to raise difficulties or issues that 
the Branch faced during the session. The sessions were divided into three groups of IEM Branches and the 
Branch Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary, the Chairman or a representative of PI Branch Committee as well 
as the Branch PI Coordinator were invited to attend the sessions. Through the discussion, the IEM Branches 
managed to understand the vital issues and challenges faced by IEM HQ regarding PI and vice versa.

6.5 Professional Interview Advisory Panel

The Professional Interview Advisory Panel chaired by Ir. Ng Yong Kong was formed mainly to provide 
assistance, advice and guidance to candidates who had failed the Professional Interview (PI) especially on 
areas that the candidates are weak in. The Panel would only meet as and when there is a request from a 
candidate for advice on the PI. To disseminate information on this service, all letters issued to candidates who 
failed the PI beginning session 2020 would include information of this service should the candidate need it.  

6.6 Engineering Technologist and Engineering Technician Competency Assessment Board (TCAB)

Ir. Fam Yew Hin was appointed as the Chairman for TCAB for session 2022/2023. The objective of this 
Competency Assessment Board is as follows.

•	  Establish the competency assessment process for registration of Engineering Technologist and 
Engineering Technician Members (from graduate membership);

•	  Establish the qualification process for selecting the interviewers, and subsequently conduct the selection 
process; 

•	  Review the reports and recommendation from the interviewers after the Engineering Technologist/
Engineering Technician Competency Assessment

TCAB had come up with a set of FAQs for Engineering Technologist Members and Engineering Technician 
Members to obtain information for them to apply for the two new membership grades. The FAQs had been 
posted in IEM website in January 2022. 

TCAB had organised the second session of the Engineering Technologist Competency Assessment (TCA) and 
Engineering Technician Competency Assessment (TnA) Interviewers workshop virtually on 19 February 2022. 
48 participants attended the workshop. 

Subsequently, a virtual workshop on introduction to TCA and TnA was held on 26 February 2022 with the 
objective to provide a briefing on the requirements and process to the potential candidates. A total of 52 
participants attended the workshop.

The Chairman had presented the International Engineering Technologists Agreement (IETA)/ Agreement for 
International Engineering Technicians (AIET) application for Provisional Membership on 5 July 2022 and IEM 
had been successful in gaining the Provisional Membership status to the IETA/AIET.

A virtual briefing session on TCA and TnA to the potential candidates was held on 6 August 2022. The objective 
of the session was to provide further information on the framework of the two assessments to the applicants. A 
total of 25 potential applicants attended the session.

A second briefing session with the potential applicants for TCA and TnA was conducted on 20 August 2022. The 
session was to provide guidance to the potential applicants, mainly on preparing the Training and Experience 
report. 

As part of the initiative to encourage more Engineering Technologists and Engineering Technicians to sit for 
the assessments, a waiver of the assessment fee was given to the IEM member who is eligible to apply TCA 
and TnA. An announcement was made through IEM website and in IEM’s social media platform in September 
2022.

In October 2022, TCAB finalised the question bank for TCA and TnA. In preparation to submit application for 
Authorised Membership to the IETA/AIET, TCAB is currently promoting the two membership grades to obtain 
sufficient applications for the submission of audit review for IETA/AIET.
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7 STANDING COMMITTEE ON INFORMATION AND PUBLICATIONS

7.1 For Session 2022/2023, the Standing Committee was chaired by Ir. Abdul Razak bin Yakob. The Standing 
Committee is responsible for the publication of the IEM monthly Jurutera bulletin, the bi-annual IEM Journal, 
the website and the library. In the year under review, the Standing Committee met regularly on every 2nd 
Tuesday of the month.

7.2 Jurutera

The Chief Editor and Bulletin Editor for the session were Ir. Abdul Razak bin Yakob and Ir. Dr. Siow Chun Lim 
respectively.

7.3 Journal

The office of the Principal Journal Editor was first held by Ir. Prof. Dr. Abdul Aziz bin Abdul Samad from January 
to October 2022 and subsequently by Ir. Dr. Teo Fang Yenn for the rest of the session.

The Journal Editoral Board (JEB) has taken various steps to improve the quality and profile of the Journal. 
To make it easier to for the academics to find, cite, link, assess and reuse the research papers published in 
the IEM Journal, JEB has applied for the membership of Crossref for IEM Journal, which assigns every one 
of its members a Digital Object Identifier (DOI) suffix. With this DOI suffix, the Online Journal System (OJS) 
employed by JEB will now assign a unique DOI number to each of the issue and paper published automatically, 
allowing researchers from around the world to link directly to the landing page of every issue and paper of IEM 
Journal that are published online, dating back to all the issues published since 2011.

Another function accessible as a Crossref member is Similarity Check, which is in fact a reduced-rate 
iThenticate service. With the access to this online anti-plagiarism service, JEB now runs every paper through 
the iThenticate service to verify the authenticity of the papers, as a way to maintain the quality of IEM Journal.

In addition, JEB has also joined the Directory of Open Access Journals (DOAJ), which aims to increase the 
visibility, accessibility, reputation, usage and impact of quality, peer-reviewed, open access scholarly research 
journals globally, regardless of discipline, geography or language. During the last session, the JEB had been 
working hard to undertake various measures to ensure the consistency of the publication of the Journal, in 
order to qualify for the prestigious SCOPUS Index.

7.4 IEM Website and Homepage  

The Standing Committee continues to monitor and improve the webpage. Efforts were made to make the 
website more user-friendly and to keep members updated with useful announcements.  

7.5 IEM Resource Centre 

Ir. Dr. Kannan M. Munisamy continued to chair the Resource Centre Committee for the second session.

IEM members from academic and consulting fields are able to 
benefit from the facilities available at IEM.

Ir. Prof. Dr. Tan Chee Fai took over the Chairmanship of the Sub Committee for 2022-2023 session. 

9.8 Sub Committee on Screening of Complaints and Queries

Ir. Ang Kok Keng continued to serve as the Chairman of the Sub Committee for 2022-2023 session. The 
scope of work is to screen the complaints made against members on grounds of ethics, unfair dismissal, 
professional misconducts, unethical practice of Professional Engineers and other issues. This Sub Committee 
will determine whether such complaints warrant a need to set up disciplinary Adhoc Committee to hear such 
cases. No complaint received in 2022.

9.9 Sub Committee on Legislation Affecting Engineering Profession

Ir. Lai Sze Ching continued his service to provide regular updates and information on the following legislation 
on how such legislation would impact the engineering profession:

- Review of the Registration of Engineers Act 1967 (Rev 2016)
- Technologists and Technicians Act 2015 (Act 768)
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9.10 The Engineering Practice Advisory Committee

9.10.1    Introduction

In response to requests from IEM Branches for the formation of an advisory panel on legal matters 
to assist members, the formation of such a committee was entrusted to PPC. An Advisory Panel was 
formed during the last session with the scope that was not only confined to legal matters but also 
covers engineering practice related matters including preliminary or general advice on legal matters. 
For specialized advice on legal matters, members would need to approach their own lawyers.

Ir. Lee Weng Onn continued to serve as the Chairman of the Engineering Practice Advisory Committee 
for the session 2022-2023. 

9.10.2    The scope of this Advisory Committee are as follows:

(a) To advise IEM members on practice related matters including advice on legal matters, 
procedures and practices of a general nature;

(b) To discuss such matters and to assist and guide members where necessary;
(c) To publish FAQs to guide members on practice matters

	

9.10.3    Composition of Committee

(a) The committee comprise a chairman, a deputy chairman and representatives from the following 
committees: 
- Sub-committee on Engineering Contracts
- Sub-committee on DARP
- Sub-committee on Street, Drainage and Building Act
- Standing Committee on E&Q
- Standing Committee on Admission
- Other members that the committee deems fit to invite

(b) In addition to the above, the committee is expected to also have among its committee members, 
IEM members who have served in the following committees and sub-committees of BEM: 
- Professional Practice Committee
- Scale of Fees Committee
- Sub-committee of Appendix A, B & C
- Investigation committees and Disciplinary Committee of BEM
- CCC Sub Committee

(c) Legal advisors comprising engineers with appropriate legal qualifications.

9.10.4    Modus Operandi

(a) The committee shall have 2 scheduled meetings a year and as many ad-hoc meetings as 
required.

(b) The scheduled meetings are to be held to review progress, coordinate preparation of FAQ’s 
and to formulate policy. Scheduled meetings shall be subjected to IEM Constitution & By-Laws’ 
requirements;

(c) The ad-hoc meetings shall be held in response to queries received and shall comprise mainly of 
members related to the nature of enquiry and interested parties.

9.11 Outside Bodies Representation (OBR) 

The appointed Chairman, Ir. Prof. Dr. Tan Chee Fai continues to oversee representatives to attend and 
participate by maintaining and establishing close rapport with government agencies in meetings with various 
outside bodies between IEM with Local Authorities and Government sector.

As for this exercise, the Secretariat reports and refers all incoming invitations made by external parties to the 
IEM President assisted by the PPC Chairman, IEM Honorary Secretary and relevant Committee Chairmen to 
appoint and identify IEM representatives to attend the external meetings and events whilst, the PPC Secretariat 
handles the necessary administrative works.

Currently, more than 100 members from IEM Excomm, Council and the respective Standing Committees, 
Technical Divisions, Special Interest Groups (SIG), Young Engineers Section (YES) and Branch representatives 
represents IEM in more than 150 technical committees, working groups. IEM representatives also attends 
relevant events, dialogues and meetings at various local government agencies, institutions, and universities.
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All representatives who attend the external meetings are required to produce a copy of the Outside Bodies 
Representation (OBR) report form within a week from the meeting date. All incoming reports will be tabled at 
the monthly meeting of the Standing Committee on Professional Practice, Technical Divisions and thereafter 
will be reported to the President or Excomm if there is any matter that require further deliberation or decision. 

IEM also continues to provide and assist with comments and input required by the related parties such as 
Department of Standards Malaysia (DSM), Bomba, SIRIM and Jabatan Kerja Raya (JKR) by participating and 
serving as committee members in various meetings, dialogues and workshops.

IEM also continues to support other local and international events as well as participate as joint organizer and 
supporter (without financial commitment). 

Details of events organized by recognized external parties are uploaded regularly to the IEM website (refer to 
https://www.myiem.org.my/content/related_to_engineering_services_database-855.aspx ) and also forwarded 
to Library and InfoPub for dissemination to IEM members.

10 STANDING COMMITTEE ON WELFARE AND SERVICE MATTERS 

10.1 Y.Bhg. Dato’ Ir. Ahmad Murad bin Omar served as Chairman for Session 2022/2023 and continued to look 
into means of improving the welfare and benefits to IEM members. This Standing Committee held its monthly 
meetings on every 3rd Tuesday of the month to discuss, review, recommend, approve and implement issues or 
matters pertaining to the welfare of IEM members. Activities such as the IEM Family Day and IEM Engineering 
Week were unfortunately unable to be organised due to COVID-19 restrictions during the session. Thus, the 
Standing Committee coordinated more online webinar talks, which would benefit members of the Institution.

10.2 IEM Benevolent Fund

A total of RM44,587.38 worth of donations was received in 2022.  IEM would like to record its appreciation to 
the members for their kind support and generosity.  The balance available in the fund as at 31st December 
2021 is RM49,051.73.

10.3 Jurutera Wargamas (JWS) and Exempted Members

This scheme specially designed for members who are senior citizens or disabled is aimed at reducing the 
annual subscriptions for these members to an affordable amount.  The affected members would need to pay 
only 25% of the annual subscription fee with the balance to be settled from the IEM Benevolent Fund Account.  
For the year 2022, there were 2 applications approved for the scheme.

10.4 IEM Job Gallery

10.4.1     IEM Job Advertisement
This is a job vacancy advertisement programme. The programme provides job vacancy advertisements 
through the IEM Website to its members and non-members who are looking for engineers on a full 
time/contract or on part time basis to fill job vacancies in their respective companies. Job seekers can 
search for their desired employment in the IEM Website under ‘Job Gallery’ section for the latest job 
vacancy advertisements. There are no charges imposed for the job vacancy advertisement.

10.4.2     Job Bank and Match-Make
The Standing Committee also assists members who have difficulties finding jobs due the MCO 
situation.  Members are invited to submit their resume to the Job Bank and Welfare will assist to 
match with suitable vacancies available.

10.5 IEM Family Day 2022

IEM Family Day 2022 still could not be organized in view of the need to protect the safety and health of 
members and their families. Nevertheless, the Recognition Award for SPM/STPM/A-Level award recipients 
was still being offered to the children of IEM members who achieved outstanding results in their SPM, STPM 
and A-Level in the 2021 exam. Certificates of achievement and prize were given to the winners. For the year 
2022, a total of 16 for SPM, 1 for STPM and 1 for A-Level students were rewarded.

10.6 IEM Engineering Week 2022

No event conducted during the year.

10.7 Insurance Matters

Several insurance schemes are being negotiated with insurance companies for members’ benefit. These 
included Professional Indemnity Insurance as well as Life and other General Insurance.
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10.8 Affinity Programmes

IEM continue to collaborate with CIMB on the affinity credit card programme which would benefit IEM where 
0.1% of the amount spent by members using the card would be contributed as rebate to IEM. Other benefits also 
include enabling IEM members to pay their annual subscription via direct debit from the card. IEM members are 
encouraged to apply or convert their existing card to the CIMB AFFINITY CARD as 0.1% rebate is a substantial 
income to IEM whereby the more you spend, the more will be your contribution to IEM.  

10.9 Webinar Talks

The Standing Committee began to organize more webinar talks that can benefit IEM members with interesting 
topics on health issues, leadership and financial management including programmes on additional skills for 
the young engineers. More prominent speakers from various background are being approached to conduct 
webinar talks.

10.10 Other Benefit Projects

The Committee continues to negotiate with vendors and merchants to look into joint collaborations for the 
benefit of IEM members.  For the year 2022, the Committee had renewed corporate rates with Mercedes Benz, 
BMW, Renault, BP Healthcare, Institut Jantung Negara, Kybun, Red Wing Shoes, Focus Point, Restoren 
Karak and Armada Hotel.  New merchants such as Berjaya Hotels & Resorts, Grand Margherita and Riverside 
Majestic, CELCOM, Bank Islam and Assunta Hospital had been successfully signed.

The Committee will continue to implement more activities for the Welfare of members as well as providing 
excellent services to the members.

10.11 Financial Aid for Engineer in Distress

Understanding the struggle faced by all to survive the Covid-19 crisis and the MCO restrictions, IEM is 
collaborating with Bank Islam Malaysia Berhad (BIMB) by offering financial assistance to IEM members 
especially to those who have lost their employment or reduced monthly income.  Among the products offered 
are personal financing, house financing, SME and others.

IEM being appointed as host of the Secretariat of ASEAN Engineering Register (AER) continued to maintain 
the Register and chair the Executive Committee at IEM. The AER Secretariat based at the IEM premise 
also continued to organize activities for the Register. Ir. Yau Chau Fong, Vice President and Chairman of 
Standing Committee on Activities, continued his tenure as the AER Head Commissioner. The AER includes 
the registration of membership comprising the Engineers, Engineering Technologist, Engineering Technicians 
and Associate members.

In line with the objectives of the AER which is to facilitate the mobility of engineers within ASEAN, the AER 
Executive Committee and AFEO Governing Board continue their effort in establishing a framework of mutual 
recognition of qualification amongst the ASEAN member organisations, which AER members who wish to 
practice outside their home country may carry with them and have their professional qualification recognised.

BEM, IEM and ACEM are the three organisations that jointly maintain the APEC Engineer/IntPE status in 
Malaysia. The President of BEM, Y.Bhg. Dato’ Seri Ir. Haji Mohamad ZulkefIy bin Sulaiman chaired the National 
Monitoring Committee Meetings and head the National Monitoring Committee (NMC) which is based at BEM 
during the period under review.

The NMC consists of two representatives each from BEM, IEM and ACEM, whereby IEM is represented by IEM 
President Ir. Prof. Dr. Norlida Buniyamin and the Immediate Past President Ir. Ong Ching Loon.

The processing of applications from IEM members for the Registers is under purview of the Standing Committee 
on Admissions and Practical Training chaired by Ir. Chen Harn Shean. The Membership Applications Board 
chaired by Ir. Dr. Lee Yun Fook would vet and process all applications and forward the submission to the 
Standing Committee for approval. To date, a total of 721 members have registered for both the Registers.

Ir. Prof. Dr. Norlida Buniyamin, IEM President 2022/2023, Vice President and Chairman of the Standing 
Committee on Examinations and Qualifications Ir. Hj. Mohd Aman bin Idris and Ir. Fam Yew Hin, Chairman of 
Engineering Technologist and Engineering Technician Competency Assessment Board (TCAB) attended the 
meeting. IEM President, Ir. Prof. Dr. Norlida Buniyamin, also represented BEM for the Accords sessions. The 
objective of the meeting was to discuss and collect inputs on several key issues particularly with regards to 
IEA’s future direction, long term strategy, the IEA Accords and Competency Agreements. 

11.18 Federation of Engineering Institutions of Asia and the Pacific (FEIAP)  

The 30th FEIAP General Assembly and 6th International Convention was held in Cebu, Philippines from 27-29 
July 2022.  

IEM continued to host the permanent Secretariat of FEIAP for another five years from 2018 until 2023 with Ir. Dr. 
Tan Yean Chin as the Secretary General. Prof. Dr. Hwang Wei, Provost, Northwestern Polytechnical University 
(NWPU) of Chinese Association of Science and Technology (CAST) continued as the FEIAP President for third 
session. Dr. Charlie Than of Myanmar Engineering Council (MEngC) continued as the FEIAP President-Elect.

During the General Assembly, Y.Bhg Academician Tan Sri Dato’ Ir. Prof. Em. Dr. Chuah Hean Teik was re-
appointed as the Chairman of the Standing Committee on Engineering Education while Ir. Yeoh Su Hong 
maintained his chairmanship of the Youth Talent Development Working Group. During this meeting, the GA 
also approved the formation of a new Standing Committee called Emerging Technologies for Professional 
Development.

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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR ENDED 31 DECEMBER 2022

1. 	 GENERAL INFORMATION

The Institution is a registered institution registered under the Society Act, 1966 and domiciled in Malaysia.

The registered office and principal place of office is located at Bangunan Ingenieur, Lot 60 & 62, Jalan 52/4, Peti 
Surat 223, Jalan Sultan, 46720 Petaling Jaya, Selangor Darul Ehsan.

The Institution is principally engaged in the business as promote and advance the science and profession of all 
aspects of engineering. The principal activities of the subsidiaries are described in Note 6 in the notes to the financial 
statements. There have been no significant changes in the nature of these principal activities of the Institution and of 
its subsidiaries during the financial year.

The financial statements of the Group and of the Institution are presented in the functional currency, which is the 
currency of the primary economic environment in which the entity operates. The functional currency of the Group 
and of the Institution is Ringgit Malaysia as the sales and purchases are mainly denominated in Ringgit Malaysia and 
receipts from operations are usually retained in Ringgit Malaysia and funds from financing activities are generated 
in Ringgit Malaysia.

2. 	 SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Malaysian Private Entities Reporting Standard 
(“MPERS”) and the constitution and by-laws of the institution.

The financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis, except for the revaluation of certain assets 
and liabilities.

The principal accounting policies adopted are set out below:

	 2.1 	 BASIS OF CONSOLIDATION

The Group financial statements include the audited financial statements of the Institution and all of its 
subsidiaries. Subsidiaries are those companies in which the Group has power, directly or indirect, to exercise 
control over the financial and operating policies so as to obtain benefits from its activities. Investments in 
subsidiaries are stated at cost less impairment losses.

All inter-company transactions, balances and resulting unrealised gains are eliminated; unrealised losses 
are also eliminated unless cost cannot be recovered. Where necessary, adjustments are made to the 
financial statements of subsidiaries to ensure consistency of accounting policies with those of the Group.

The financial statements of the parent and its subsidiaries are all drawn up to the same reporting date.

Subsidiaries are consolidated using the acquisition method of accounting from the date control is transferred 
to the Group and are no longer consolidated from the date control ceases. The results of the subsidiary 
companies acquired during the financial year are included in the consolidated financial statements from the 
date of their acquisition.

Minority interests in the consolidated balance sheets consist of the minorities’ share of fair values of the 
identifiable assets and liabilities of the acquiree as at the date of acquisition and the minorities’ share of 
movements in the acquiree’s equity. Losses applicable to the minority in excess of the minority in excess of 
the minority’s interest in the subsidiary’s equity are allocated against the interest of the Group except to the 
extent that the minority has a binding obligation and is able to make good the losses.

	 2.2 	 INVESTMENTS IN SUBSIDIARIES

Investments in subsidiaries are stated at cost in the balance sheet of the Institution, and are reviewed for 
impairment at the end of the reporting period if events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying 
values may not be recoverable.

On the disposal of the investments in subsidiary, the difference between the net disposal proceeds and the 
carrying amount of the investments is recognised in profit or loss.

	 2.3 	 GOODWILL

Goodwill represents the excess of the fair value of purchase consideration of subsidiaries acquired over the 
Institution’s share of the fair values of their identifiable assets and liabilities at the date of acquisition.	
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The carrying amount of goodwill is written down for impairment if the recoverable amount is less than its 
carrying value.

	 2.4 	 PROPERTY, PLANT AND EQUIPMENT

The cost of an item of property, plant and equipment is recognised as an asset when it is probable that future 
economic benefits associated with the item will fIow to the Group and to the Institution and the cost of the 
item can be measured reliably. After recognition as an asset, an item of, property, plant and equipment are 
measured at cost less any accumulated depreciation and any accumulated impairment losses.

No depreciation charge has been provided for website development.

Depreciation is provided on a straight-line method so as to write off the depreciable amount of the following 
assets over their estimated useful lives, as follows:

If there is an indication of a significant change in factors affecting the residual value, useful life or asset 
consumption pattern since the last annual reporting date, the residual values, depreciation method and 
useful lives of depreciable assets are reviewed, and adjusted prospectively.

The carrying amounts of items of plant and equipment are derecognised on disposal or when no future 
economic benefits are expected from their use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising from the derecognition 
of items of plant and equipment, determined as the difference between the net disposal proceeds, if any, 
and the carrying amounts of the item, is recognised in profit or loss. Neither the sale proceeds nor any gain 
on disposal is classified as revenue.

	 2.5 	 INVESTMENT PROPERTIES
	

Investment property which is held to earn rentals or for capital appreciation or both, is measured initially at 
its cost. Transaction costs are included in the initial measurement.

After recognition as investment property, items of investment property whose fair value can be measured 
reliably without undue cost or effort are measured at fair value at each reporting date with changes in fair 
value recognised in profit or loss. If a reliable measure of fair value is no longer available without undue cost 
or effort for an item of investment property measured at fair value, it is thereafter account for as property, 
plant and equipment in accordance with Section 17 of the MPERS. The carrying amount of the investment 
property on that date becomes its cost.

Property interests held under operating leases are not classified and accounted for as investment property.

	 2.6 	 IMPAIRMENT OF ASSETS, OTHER THAN INVENTORIES AND FINANCIAL ASSETS
	

At each reporting date, the Group and the Institution assesses whether there is any indication that an asset 
may be impaired. If any such indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated.

When there is an indication that an asset may be impaired but it is not possible to estimate the recoverable 
amount of the individual asset, the Group and the Institution estimates the recoverable amount of the cash-
generating unit to which the asset belongs.

The recoverable amount of an asset and a cash-generating unit is the higher of the fair value less costs 
to sell and value in use. In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash fIows are discounted to their 
present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of 
money and the risks specific to the asset.
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If the recoverable amount of an asset or a cash-generating unit is less than the carrying amount, an 
impairment loss is recognised to reduce the carrying amount to its recoverable amount. An impairment loss 
for a cash-generating unit is firstly allocated to reduce the carrying amount of any goodwill allocated to the 
cashgenerating unit, and then, to the other non-current assets of the unit pro rata on the basis of the carrying 
amount of each appropriate asset in the cash-generating unit. Impairment loss is recognised immediately 
in profit or loss, unless the asset is carried at a revalued amount, in which case it is treated as a revaluation 
decrease. 

The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s or cash-generating unit’s fair value less to sell, value in 
use and zero. 

An impairment loss recognised in prior periods for an asset or the appropriate assets of a cash-generating 
unit is reversed when there has been a change in the estimates used to determine the asset’s recoverable 
amount. An impairment loss is reversed to the extent that the asset’s carrying amount does not exceed the
carrying amount that would have been determined, net of depreciation, if no impairment loss had been 
recognised in prior periods. A reversal of an impairment loss is recognised immediately in profit or loss, 
unless the asset is carried at revalued amount, in which case it is treated as a revaluation increase.

	 2.7 	 FINANCIAL ASSETS

Financial assets are recognised in the statement of financial position when the Group and the Institution 
becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

On initial recognition, financial assets are measured at transaction price, include transaction costs for 
financial assets not measured at fair value through profit or loss, unless the arrangement constitutes, in 
effect, a financing transaction for the counterparty to the arrangement.

After initial recognition, financial assets are classified into one of three categories: financial assets measured 
at fair value through profit or loss, financial assets that are debt instruments measured at amortised cost, 
and financial assets that are equity instruments measured at cost less impairment.

		  i) 	 Financial Assets At Fair Value Through Profit Or Loss

Financial assets are classified as at fair value through profit or loss when the financial assets are 
within the scope of Section 12 of the MPERS or if the financial assets are publicly traded or their 
fair value can otherwise be measured reliably without undue cost or effort.

After initial recognition, debt instruments are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest 
method. Debt instruments that are classified as current assets are measured at the undiscounted 
amount of the cash or other consideration expected to be received.

Effective interest method is a method of calculating the amortised cost of financial assets and of 
allocating the interest income over the relevant period. The effective interest rate is the rate that 
exactly discounts estimate future cash receipts through the expected life of the financial assets or, 
when appropriate, a shorter period, to the carrying amount of the financial assets.

		  iii) 	 Financial Assets That Are Equity Instruments Measured At Cost Less Impairment

Equity instruments that are not publicly traded and whose fair value cannot otherwise be 
measured reliably without undue cost or effort, and contracts linked to such instruments that, 
if exercised, will result in delivery of such instruments, are measured at cost less impairment.

For certain category of financial assets, such as trade receivables, if it is determined that no 
objective evidence of impairment exists for an individually assessed financial asset, whether 
significant or not, the assets are included in a group with similar credit risk characteristics and 
collectively assessed for impairment.

Impairment losses, in respect of financial assets measured at amortised cost, are measured as the 
differences between the assets’ carrying amounts and the present values of their estimated cash 
fIows discounted at the assets’ original effective interest rate.

If there is objective evidence that impairment losses have been incurred on financial assets 
measured at cost less impairment, the amount of impairment losses are measured as the difference 
between the asset’s carrying amount and the best estimate of the amount that the Group and the 
Institution would receive for the asset if it were to be sold at the reporting date.

The carrying amounts of the financial assets are reduced directly, except for the carrying amounts 
of trade receivables which are reduced through the use of an allowance account. Any impairment 
loss is recognised in profit or loss immediately. If, in subsequent period, the amount of an impairment 
loss decreases, the previously recognised impairment losses are reversed directly, except for 
the amounts related to trade receivables which are reversed to write back the amount previously 
provided in the allowance account. The reversal is recognised in profit or loss immediately.

		  v) 	 Derecognition Of Financial Assets

Financial assets are derecognised when the contractual rights to the cash fIows from the financial 
assets expire, or are settled, or the Group and the Institution transfers to another party substantially 
all of the risks and rewards of ownership of the financial assets.

On derecognition of financial assets in their entirety, the differences between the carrying amounts 
and the sum of the consideration received and any cumulative gains or losses are recognised in 
profit or loss in the period of the transfer.

Subscription in arrears of one year and more and where, in the opinion of the Council, are no longer 
recoverable from its members are written off to the statements of income and expenditure.

	 2.9 	 CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS
	

Cash and cash equivalents in the statement of cash fIows comprise cash and bank balances, short-term 
bank deposits and other short-term, highly liquid investments that have a short maturity of three months or 
less from the date of acquisition, net of bank overdrafts.

	 2.10 	 CAPITAL RESERVE FUND

Fund raised from members for the purchase of property, plant and equipment are capitalised as Capital 
Reserve Fund.

	 2.11	 LIBRARY FUND

Enrolment fee received from corporate members for library membership of the Institution and donation 
received from members or non-members for capital expenditure of the library are capitalised as Library 
Fund.
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	 2.12 	 BUILDING FUND

Funds and donations received from members for the purchase of Wisma IEM are capitalised in Building 
Fund. A separate bank account has been kept for the fund.

	 2.13 	 STEM FUND

STEM stands for Science, Technologies Engineer Malaysia. It is a fund collected from members for student.

	 2.14 	 LIABILITIES AND EQUITY

		  i) 	 Classification Of Liabilities And Equity
	

Financial liabilities and equity instruments are classified in accordance with the substance of the 
contractual arrangement, not merely its legal form, and in accordance with the definitions of a 
financial liability and an equity instrument.

A provision is recognised when the Group and the Institution has an obligation at the reporting date as 
a result of a past event, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required to settle the 
obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

The risks and uncertainties are taken into account in reaching the best estimate of a provision. When the 
effect of the time value of money is material, the amount recognised in respect of the provision is the present 
value of the expenditure expected to be required to settle the obligation.

A lease is classified as an operating lease if it does not transfer substantially all the risks and rewards 
incidental to ownership. Lease payments under operating leases are recognised as an expense on a 
straight-line basis over the lease term.

Financial liabilities are recognised in the statement of financial position when the Group and the Institution 
becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

On initial recognition, financial liabilities are measured at transaction price, include transaction costs for 
financial liabilities not measured at fair value through profit or loss, unless the arrangement constitutes, in 
effect, a financing transaction for the Group and the Institution to the arrangement.

After initial recognition, financial liabilities are classified into one of three categories: financial liabilities 
measured at fair value through profit or loss, financial liabilities measured at amortised cost, or loan 
commitments measured at cost less impairment.

		  i) 	 Financial Liabilities Measured At Fair Value Through Profit Or Loss
	

Financial liabilities are classified as at fair value through profit or loss when the financial liabilities 
are within the scope of Section 12 of the MPERS or if the financial liabilities are publicly traded or 
their fair value can otherwise be measured reliably without undue cost or effort.

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Effective interest method is a method of calculating the amortised cost of financial liabilities and of 
allocating the interest expense over the relevant period. The effective interest rate is the rate that 
exactly discounts estimate future cash payments through the expected life of the financial liabilities 
or, when appropriate, a shorter period, to the carrying amount of the financial liabilities.

		  iii) 	 Loan Commitments Measured At Cost Less Impairment

Commitments to receive loan that meet the conditions of Section 11 of the MPERS are measured 
at cost less impairment.

		  iv) 	 Derecognition Of Financial Liabilities

Financial liabilities are derecognised when the obligation specified in the contract is discharged, 
cancelled or expires.

Any difference between the carrying amounts of the financial liabilities derecognised and the 
consideration paid is recognised in profit or loss.

	 2.18 	 REVENUE

		  i) 	 Member’s subscription fee

Member’s subscription fee is payable annually at the beginning of the financial year. Only that 
subscription which is attributable to the current financial year is recognised as income. Subscription 
relating to periods beyond the current financial year is taken up in the statements of financial position 
as subscription in advance under current liabilities. Subscription is payable in full irrespective of the 
date of resignation of members during the financial year.

		  ii) 	 Advertisement in Bulletin / Journal

Advertisement income receivable for the placement of advertisement in bulletin / journal published 
by the Institution is recognised when the right to receive payment is established.

		  iii) 	 Rental income

			   Rental income is recognised when the right to receive payment is established.

		  iv) 	 Credit cards commission

Credit cards commission from the banks are recognised when the right to receive payment is 
established.

		  v) 	 Interest income

			   Interest income is recognised on accruals basis using the effective interest methods.

		  vi) 	 Dividend income

			   Dividend income is recognised when the right to received payments is established.

	 2.19 	 EMPLOYMENT BENEFITS
	
		  i) 	 Short-Term Employment Benefits

Short-term employment benefits, such as wages, salaries and other benefits, are recognised at the 
undiscounted amount as a liability and an expense when the employees have rendered services 
to the Group and the Institution.

The expected cost of accumulating compensated absences are recognised when the employees 
render services that increase their entitlement to future compensated absences. The expected cost 
of non-accumulating compensated absences, such as sick and medical leaves, are recognised 
when the absences occur.

The expected cost of accumulating compensated absences are measured at the undiscounted 
additional amount expected to be paid as a result of the unused entitlement that has accumulated 
at the end of the reporting period.
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The expected cost of profit-sharing and bonus payments are recognised when the Group and the 
Institution has a present legal or constructive obligation to make such payments as a result of past 
events and a reliable estimate of the obligation can be made. A present obligation exists when the 
Group and the Institution has no realistic alternative but to make the payments.

		  ii) 	 Defined Contribution Plan

Contributions payable to the defined contribution plan are recognised as a liability and an expense 
when the employees have rendered services to the Group and the Institution.

	 2.20 	 INCOME TAX

Tax expense is recognised in profit or loss, except that a change attributable to an item of income or 
expense recognised as other comprehensive income is also recognised in other comprehensive income.

Tax payable on taxable profit for current and past periods is recognised as a current tax liability to the extent 
unpaid. If the amount paid in respect of the current and past periods exceeds the amount payable for those 
periods, the excess is recognised as a current tax asset.

Current tax assets and liabilities are measured at the amounts expected to be paid or recovered, using the 
tax rates and laws that have been enacted or substantially enacted by the reporting date.

Current tax liabilities and assets are offset if, and only if the Group and the Institution has a legally enforceable 
right to set off the amounts and plan either to settle on a net basis, or to realise the asset and settle the 
liability simultaneously.

Deferred tax is provided in full on temporary differences which are the differences between the carrying 
amounts in the financial statements and the corresponding tax base of an asset or liability at the end of the 
reporting period.
	
Deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences that are expected to increase 
taxable profit in the future. Deferred tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences that 
are expected to reduce taxable profit in the future and the carry forward of unused tax losses and unused 
tax credits.

Deferred tax liabilities and assets are not recognised in respect of the temporary differences associated with 
the initial recognition of an asset or a liability in a transaction that is not a business combination and at the 
time of the transactions, affects neither accounting profit nor taxable profit. Deferred tax liabilities are also 
not recognised for temporary difference associated with the initial recognition of goodwill.

Deferred tax liabilities and assets refIect the tax consequences that would follow from the manner in which 
the Group and the Institution expects to recover or settle the carrying amounts of their assets and liabilities 
and are measured at the tax rates and laws that are expected to apply to the period when the asset is 
realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates that have been enacted or substantially enacted by the 
reporting date. 

3. 	 CRITICAL ACCOUNTING JUDGEMENTS AND KEY SOURCES OF ESTIMATION UNCERTAINTY

	 3.1 	 CRITICAL JUDGEMENTS IN APPLYING THE ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The judgements, apart from those involving estimations described below, that management has made in 
the process of applying the accounting policies and that have the most significant effect on the amounts 
recognised in the financial statements, other than those disclosed in the Notes, are as follows: 

		  i) 	 Contingent Rental

The Group and the Institution has entered into tenancy agreements for the lease of land and staff 
housing, which contain contingent rental features based on predetermined revenue thresholds. 
The Group and Institution has determined that these contingent rental features are not embedded 
derivatives to be separately accounted for due to the economic characteristics and risks of these 
contingent rental features are closely related to the economic characteristics and risks of the 
underlying tenancy agreements. There are no leverage features contained within these contingent 
rental features.
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	 3.2 	 KEY SOURCES OF ESTIMATION UNCERTAINTY

The key assumptions concerning the future, and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the reporting 
date, that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and 
liabilities within the next year, other than those disclosed in the Notes, are as follows:

		  i) 	 Depreciation Of Property, Plant And Equipment
		

The estimates for the residual values, useful lives and related depreciation charges for the property, 
plant and equipment are based on commercial factors which could change significantly as a result 
of technical innovations and competitors’ actions in response to the market conditions. The Group 
and the Institution anticipates that the residual values of its property, plant and equipment will be 
insignificant. As a result, residual values are not being taken into consideration for the computation 
of the depreciable amount. Changes in the expected level of usage and technological development 
could impact the economic useful lives and the residual values of these assets, therefore future 
depreciation charges could be revised.

		
		  ii) 	 Impairment Of Goodwill On Consolidation

The Group determines whether goodwill on consolidation is impaired at least on an annual basis. 
This requires an estimation of the value-in-use of the subsidiaries to which goodwill is allocated. 
Estimating a value-in-use amount requires management to make an estimate of the expected 
future cash fIows from the subsidiaries and also to choose a suitable discount rate in order to 
calculate the present value of those cash fIows.

The calculation of the value-in-use amount is most sensitive to the following assumptions:

(a)	 Budgeted gross margin. Gross margins are based on historical averages achieved in the 
preceding three (3) financial years, adjusted to refIect anticipated efficiency and productivity 
improvements. 

(b)	 Growth rates. The forecasted growth rates are based on published industry data and do not 
exceed the sustainable long-term average growth rate for the relevant industries. 

(c)	 Pre-tax discount rates. The discount rates refIect current market assessment of specific risks 
of the subsidiaries. These discount rates have consistently been used by management as 
the benchmark rates in project appraisals of the subsidiaries.

		  iii) 	 Income Taxes

There are certain transactions and computations for which the ultimate tax determination may be 
different from the initial estimate. The Group and the Institution recognises tax liabilities based 
on its understanding of the prevailing tax laws and estimates of whether such taxes will be due 
in the ordinary course of business. Where the final outcome of these matters is different from the 
amounts that were initially recognised, such difference will impact the income tax expense and 
deferred tax balances in the year in which such determination is made. 

		  iv) 	 Impairment of Receivables

An impairment loss is recognised when there is objective evidence that a financial asset is impaired. 
Management specifically reviews its loans and receivables financial assets and analyses historical 
bad debts, customer concentrations, customer creditworthiness, current economic trends and 
changes in the customer payment terms when making a judgement to evaluate the adequacy of 
the allowance for impairment losses. Where there is objective evidence of impairment, the amount 
and timing of future cash fIows are estimated based on historical loss experience for assets with 
similar credit risk characteristics. If the expectation is different from the estimation, such difference 
will impact the carrying value of receivables.

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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR ENDED 31 DECEMBER 2022

1. 	 GENERAL INFORMATION

The Institution is a registered institution registered under the Society Act, 1966 and domiciled in Malaysia.

The principal office is situated at Bangunan Ingenieur, Lot 60 & 62, Jalan 52/4, Peti Surat 223, Jalan Sultan, 46720 
Petaling Jaya, Selangor Darul Ehsan.

The Education Fund of the Institution of Engineers, Malaysia is principally to contribute towards further progress 
and advancement of all disciplines of the engineering profession by the provision of scholarships and educational 
loans and also the provision of grants for seminars, conferences, research and other related engineering education 
activities. There have been no significant changes in the nature of these principal activities of the Institution during 
the financial year.

The financial statements of the Institution are presented in the functional currency, which is the currency of the 
primary economic environment in which the entity operates. The functional currency of the Institution is Ringgit 
Malaysia as the sales and purchases are mainly denominated in Ringgit Malaysia and receipts from operations are 
usually retained in Ringgit Malaysia and funds from financing activities are generated in Ringgit Malaysia.

2. 	 SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

	 The financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis unless otherwise stated.

	 The principal accounting policies adopted are set out below:

	 2.1 	 IMPAIRMENT OF ASSETS, OTHER THAN INVENTORIES AND FINANCIAL ASSETS

At each reporting date, the Institution assesses whether there is any indication that an asset may be 
impaired. If any such indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated.

When there is an indication that an asset may be impaired but it is not possible to estimate the recoverable 
amount of the individual asset, the Institution estimates the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit 
to which the asset belongs.

The recoverable amount of an asset and a cash-generating unit is the higher of the fair value less costs 
to sell and value in use. In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their 
present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of 
money and the risks specific to the asset.

If the recoverable amount of an asset or a cash-generating unit is less than the carrying amount, an 
impairment loss is recognised to reduce the carrying amount to its recoverable amount. An impairment 
loss for a cash-generating unit is firstly allocated to reduce the carrying amount of any goodwill allocated to 
the cash-generating unit, and then, to the other non-current assets of the unit pro rata on the basis of the 
carrying amount of each appropriate asset in the cash-generating unit.

Impairment loss is recognised immediately in profit or loss, unless the asset is carried at a revalued amount, 
in which case it is treated as a revaluation decrease.

The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s or cash-generating unit’s fair value less to sell, value 
in use and zero.

An impairment loss recognised in prior periods for an asset or the appropriate assets of a cash-generating 
unit is reversed when there has been a change in the estimates used to determine the asset’s recoverable 
amount. An impairment loss is reversed to the extent that the asset’s carrying amount does not exceed 
the carrying amount that would have been determined, net of depreciation, if no impairment loss had been 
recognised in prior periods. A reversal of an impairment loss is recognised immediately in profit or loss, 
unless the asset is carried at revalued amount, in which case it is treated as a revaluation increase.

	 2.2 	 FINANCIAL ASSETS

Financial assets are recognised in the statement of financial position when the Institution becomes a party 
to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

On initial recognition, financial assets are measured at transaction price, include transaction costs for 
financial assets not measured at fair value through profit or loss, unless the arrangement constitutes, in 
effect, a financing transaction for the counterparty to the arrangement.
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	 2.3 	 CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS
	

Cash and cash equivalents in the statement of cash flows comprise bank balances and short-term bank 
deposits that have a short maturity of three months or less from the date of acquisition.

	 2.4 	 PROVISIONS

A provision is recognised when the Institution has an obligation at the reporting date as a result of a past 
event, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and a 
reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

The risks and uncertainties are taken into account in reaching the best estimate of a provision. When 
the effect of the time value of money is material, the amount recognised in respect of the provision is the 
present value of the expenditure expected to be required to settle the obligation.

	 2.5 	 FINANCIAL LIABILITIES

Financial liabilities are recognised in the statement of financial position when the Institution becomes a 
party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

On initial recognition, financial liabilities are measured at transaction price, include transaction costs for 
financial liabilities not measured at fair value through profit or loss, unless the arrangement constitutes, in 
effect, a financing transaction for the Institution to the arrangement.
