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SYNOPSIS

In recent years, electric vehicle (EV) technology has emerged as a sustainable solution to
reduce greenhouse gas emissions, lower energy consumption, and mitigate the effects of
climate change. The Malaysian government has recognized the potential benefits of EVs
and has initiated efforts to integrate them into its fleet, setting ambitious targets for clean
transportation. This study examines the current state of EV adoption in Malaysian
government fleets and the prevalence of EV conversion initiatives in the country, with a
focus on understanding the key drivers and challenges associated with this transition.

The webinar explores the barriers, opportunities, and policies in place for promoting EV
adoption and conversion in Malaysia, including incentives, infrastructure development,
and public awareness campaigns. Additionally, it highlights practices from case studies and
offers recommendations to enhance the transition towards sustainable transportation in
the Malaysian public sector. These recommendations encompass measures such as
creating a supportive regulatory framework, fostering collaboration between stakeholders,
developing a skilled workforce, and prioritizing research and development in the EV sector.
