Tee Keat continued to defend the Ampang Jaya seat successfully for Barisan Nasional (BN) in four successive terms. In 2004, the seat was renamed Pandan following a delineation exercise, and Tee Keat continued to defend it successfully for BN in Selangor, despite the March 2008 political tsunami.  Today, he continues to soldier on even after the collapse of the Selangor BN government and his exit from the Federal Cabinet in June 2010. He stays committed to his political agenda of serving the people loyally and fighting the corruption at any cause.
